2026 at Greater Noida, showcasing a range of IEC materials aimed at raising
awareness about obesity, food adulteration, healthy eating, and healthy lifestyle
choices.

FSSAI participated in the Vibrant Gujarat Exhibition, held at Rajkot from 11th
January to 15th January, 2026, by setting up a stall under the Ministry of Health
and Family Welfare (MoHFW) Pavilion. The stall showcased panels and flyers
focusing on Eat Right India, food label reading, and prevention of obesity, aimed at
sensitising the public on healthy and informed food choices.

FSSAI participated in the New Delhi World Book Fair, held from 10th January to
18th January 2026 by setting up a thematic stall in the Children’s Pavilion.

FSSAI has initiated Milk and Milk products surveillance in the Northern, Eastern,
and Southern regions of the country. The surveillance is being conducted by the
Quality Council of India, with sample collection commencing in January.

Eat Right Shapath (pledge activity) has been launched at My Gov platform nudging
people to make eating right & fighting obesity their resolution.

The Single Sign-On (SSO) facility has been implemented for 09 Points of Entry
(PoEs). With this 100% SSO implementation is achieved across all the 88 PoEs of
the country, where Customs Officer is notified as Authorised Officer by FSSAI for
the clearance of imported food items.

Timeline for the compliance of labelling related provisions increased to 365 days.
