To streamline the food import clearance process, Press release issued by
FSSAI on 10th April, 2026 regarding the flexibility in the timing of fee
payment by the Importer in the SWIFT/FICS. Under this system
improvement, Importers/ Customs Brokers are now allowed to make requisite
fee payment after Visual Inspection but before Provisional No Objection
Certificate (P-NOC) or No Objection Certificate (NOC) or Non-Conformance
Report (NCR) generation, as the case may be. This approach is expected to
reduce dwell time of imported food consignments as well as enhance ease of
doing business
