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Overview

1.1	 The Food Safety and Standards Authority of India (FSSAI in short), also referred to as the 
“Food Authority”, was established in September, 2008 under the Food Safety and Standards 
(FSS) Act, 2006 (Act no. 34 of 2006), primarily for laying down science-based standards for 
articles of food and to regulate their manufacture, storage, distribution, sale and import to 
ensure availability of safe and wholesome food for human consumption. Its detailed mandate 
is given in Section 16 of the FSS Act, 2006. The Act was operationalised with the notification 
of Food Safety and Standards Rules, 2011 and six Principal Regulations with effect from the 5th 
August, 2011. Since then, FSSAI has taken a long stride and has made considerable progress 
in meeting its mandate under the Act. 

1.2	 In line with the motto of ‘inspiring trust, assuring safe and nutritious food’, the Food Authority 
has worked relentlessly to fulfil its mandate through the following approach:

	 setting globally benchmarked regulations and standards; 

	 facilitating compliance through licensing/registration, inspection, sampling, audit, 
surveillance and improved laboratory network; 

	 regulating imports for ensuring safety of imported food products;

	 building capacity of regulatory staff, laboratory personnel as well as food business 
operators and food handlers;

	 promote eat right initiatives in the true spirit of convergence;

	 embracing technology to streamline processes;

	 forging strategic partnerships to generate and exchange knowledge and best practices;

	 actively participate in Codex meetings and forge bilateral agreements with foreign 
governments and international organisations to promote co-ordination of work on food 
standards and other food related issues. 

	 This chapter highlights an overview of the activities and achievements of FSSAI for the 
reporting year 2021-22 in alignment with the approach described above. The details are given 
in the relevant chapters. 

1.3	 The Food Authority met on five occasions during the year 2021-22 and took several important 
decisions. However, it continued to function with a truncated strength in the absence of 
appointment of Members against available vacancies under clauses (b), (c), (d), (e), (f ) & (g) 

Chapter-1
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of sub-section (1) of Section 5 of FSS Act, 2006. A few special invitees from industry and other 
sectors were, however, invited to ensure that deliberations in the Authority meetings were 
broad based and interactive. 

1.4	 Central Advisory Committee (CAC) advises the Food Authority on a number of issues and 
ensures close co-operation with various stakeholders such as food industry, consumer 
organizations, research institutions and States food authorities. The CAC met on four occasions 
during the year and discussed several important issues. 

1.5	 The Scientific Committee (SC), which is primarily responsible for providing scientific opinion to 
the Food Authority, held four meetings during the year and made various recommendations 
to the Food Authority. 

1.6	 21 subject specific Scientific Panels (SPs) remained active during the year and cumulatively 
held 71 meetings and made recommendations on formulation of standards and other related 
matters relating to the respective subjects. 

1.7	 Eight Working Groups commissioned by the Scientific Committee to deal with specific issues 
held a total of fifteen meetings during the year. 

1.8 	 FSSAI constantly works towards framing of new Regulations and review of existing Regulations 
as may be necessitated. During the year 2021-22, 11 final notifications and 17 draft notifications 
were issued. Final notifications involved a number of amendments to existing Regulations which 
primarily related to new/revised standards of various food products. However, Amendment 
Regulations also related to provision for labelling of Multi-Source Edible Oil; inclusion of 
registration and inspection of Foreign Food manufacturing facilities exporting food to India; 
use of non-transparent packaging material for packaged drinking water etc. 

1.9 	 Draft regulations notified during the year for inviting comments from stakeholders included 
Principal Regulations on Vegan Food and Ayurveda Aahar. Vegan Food Regulation aims at 
certification of food of non-animal origin and use of Vegan Logo for such products. Ayurveda 
Aahar regulations recognises age old principles of Ayurveda and the Aahara prepared as per 
the ancient texts. 

1.10	 To expedite process of examination of applications for approval of products under Food Safety 
and Standards (Approval for Non-Specified Food and Food Ingredients) Regulations, 2017, the 
numbers of Expert Committee increased from three to six. The six Expert Committees held a 
total of 22 meetings during the year to consider the applications. As a result of examination 
of such applications, 66 applications were approved, while 30 applications were rejected. 

1.11	 The Expert Committee constituted under Food Safety and Standards (Advertising and Claims) 
Regulations, 2018 to consider applications for approval of non-standardised claims held four 
meetings and approved one claim. One more claim was approved after acceptance of the 
appeal. 
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1.12	 FSSAI has issued Guidance Notes/Guidance documents to create awareness and better 
understanding among the public on issues of concern around food safety and provide 
information on specific foods or specific issues. During the year, 3 Guidance Notes on ‘Display 
of Information in Food Service Establishments; ‘elemination of trans fatty acids’; and ‘Standard 
Operating Procedure for fixation of Maximum Residue Limits (MRLs) of pesticides in food 
commodities’ were published. FAQs were also issued in respect of ‘Food Safety and Standards 
(Health Supplements, Nutraceuticals, Food for Special Dietary Use, Food for Special Medical 
Purpose, Functional Food and Novel Food) Regulations, 2016 and on the issue whether use of 
iodised salt is mandatory in standardised products, which specify the use of Edible Common 
Salt? 

1.13 	 Network of Scientific Cooperation for Food Safety and Applied Nutrition (NetSCoFAN) was 
established in January, 2020 as a network of research and academic institutions working in 
the area of food and nutrition. The NetSCoFAN currently comprises of 08 groups with 10 lead 
institutions working together with other partner institutions in different areas of food safety 
and concerns. During the year 2021-22, a total grant of ₹ 91,40,995 was given to 10 lead 
institutes for carrying out NetSCoFAN activities. 

1.14 	 Under the Scheme for support to R&D projects having relevance to the FSSAI mandate and 
other emerging issues related to food safety, FSSAI has so far funded 23 joint projects out of 
which 16 projects have been completed while seven projects are currently at different stages 
of progression. 

1.15 	 Food-‘O’-Copoeia is a collection of food category-wise monographs that would be a single point 
reference for all applicable standards for a specific product category and, will be specifying 
complete standards, labelling and claim requirements, specific packaging requirements, any 
other regulatory provisions that need to be met for that product category. FSSAI awarded 
financial support to eight NetSCoFAN groups to develop the 17 monographs for various food 
categories. Total expenditure of ₹ 85 lakh was sanctioned for the purpose. FSSAI has received 
the first draft of monographs which are currently under examination. 

1.16 	 FSSAI now has a sanctioned strength of 824 posts. A majority of these posts were sanctioned 
in 2018 only. The Recruitment Regulations for various posts in FSSAI were notified on 01 
October, 2018 only. The process of recruitment against sanctioned posts on regular basis as 
per the provisions of the Recruitment Regulations was initiated thereafter. Results for 288 
posts covered under 4 advertisements for filling up posts on direct recruitment basis, namely 
DR 01/2019, DR-02/2019, DR-03/2019 and DR-01/2020 have been declared and 266 selected 
persons have already joined while others are in process of joining. During 2021-22, FSSAI 
started second phase of direct recruitment covering 271 posts. Process of selection for these 
posts is underway. 

	 In addition, FSSAI also advertised 72 posts for being filled up on deputation basis and two 
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posts on contract basis. The recruitment process for these posts is also underway. 

1.17 	 During the year, FSSAI opened new branch/port offices at Visakhapatnam, Hyderabad, 
Bengaluru, Ahmedabad and JNPT, Mumbai. It was also decided to open branch/port offices 
at Indore and Nasik. One National Food Laboraotry has also been established and made 
functional at JNPT, Mumbai while another is being established at Chennai Port Trust, Chennai. 

1.18 	 States/UTs are an important partner and primarily responsible for ensuring compliance of 
the provisions of the FSS Act, 2006 and Rules and Regulations made thereunder. States/UTs 
continued to strengthen their administrative set up for enforcement. As on 31st March, 2022, 
States/UTs have appointed a total of 733 Adjudicating Officers, 690 Designated Officers (415 
Full Time and 275 Part Time) and 2574 Food Safety Officers (2292 Full Time and 282 Part Time). 
Appellate Tribunals have been established in 33 States/UTs. 

1.19 	 Due to continuous efforts made in this regard, the number of licenses and registrations issued 
to new FBOs increased substantially during 2021-22 compared to previous years. 

1.20 	 Regular surveillance, monitoring, inspection and random sampling of food products continued 
to be undertaken by the food safety officials of respective States/UTs to check for compliance 
against the provisions of FSS Act, Rules and Regulations made thereunder. The details of 
samples of food analysed, found non-conforming and penal action taken against the defaulting 
Food Business Operators during the year 2021-22 is given in Table-1 below:

1.21 	 FSSAI undertook a number of initiatives during 2021-22 to facilitate FBOs in matter of obtaining 
license and registration. These, inter-alia, included allowing migration of State license to 
Central license and vice-versa in case of change in license criteria without changing the license 
number; permitting shift of premises either intra-state or inter-state without change in license/
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registration number; enabling FBOs to renew their license even after expiry etc. 

1.22 	 FSSAI has developed a web based mobile app called ‘Food Safety Compliance through Regular 
Inspection and Sampling’ system (FoSCoRIS) for inspections and sampling to bring transparency. 
It is not only an empowering tool for inspection but also for monitoring, data collection and 
data analysis in real time basis. States have been advised to conduct inspection only through 
FoSCORIS. As against 60,232 FoSCoRIS inspections conducted during 2020-21, the number of 
food businesses inspected through FoSCoRIS during 2021-22 increased to 2,19,775. 

1.23 	 FSSAI has launched a State Food Safety Index (SFSI) to measure the performance of States 
on food safety and nudge them to perform better. This index is based on performance of 
States/UTs on five significant parameters, namely-Human Resource and Institutional Data; 
Compliance; Food Testing Infrastructure and Surveillance; Training and Capacity Building; and 
Consumer Empowerment. 3rd SFSI for the year 2020-21 was released on 20th September, 2021. 
Gujarat among the larger States, Goa among the smaller States and J&K among the UTs were 
the top rankers in the Index.

1.24 	 To strengthen food safety ecosystem in States/UTs, FSSAI has taken initiative from the year 
2020-21 to provide technical and financial support to States/UTs under an MoU framework. For 
the year 2021-22, FSSAI received work plan proposals from 35 States and UTs. These proposals 
were finalised after discussion with the States/UTs and an amount of ₹ 95.48 Crore was released 
to these States/UTs. 

1.25 	 Under Food Safety and Standards (Food Safety Auditing) Regulations, 2018, FSSAI has 
recognised 33 food safety auditing agencies for carrying out food safety audit with regard to 
compliance to the hygiene and sanitary requirements specified in Schedule 4 of Food Safety 
and Standards (Licensing and Registration) Regulations, 2011. 

1.26	 FSSAI continued to take steps to strengthen the food testing infrastructure during 2021-22. 39 
State Food Testing labs, which were continuing under transition provision of Section 98 of the 
Act and had not taken any steps to seek NABL accreditation were discontinued in Dec, 2020 
from the ambit of FSS Act. This coercive action has forced such labs to initiate steps to obtain 
NABL accreditation. During the year, 14 State Food Testing Labs obtained NABL accreditation 
and were recognised and notified under Section 43(1) of the FSS Act. 29 other laboratories 
were also notified for primary testing raising the total to 227 as on 31st March, 2022. Further, 
newly established National Food Laboratory, Navi Mumbai was also notified as Referral Lab 
raising the total to 20. 

1.27	 In order to have a uniform and standardised method for testing of fortificants in fortified rice 
across the country consequent upon decison of mandatory fortification of rice to be supplied 
through ICDS, MDM and PDS, steps were taken for standardisation of testing method and 
method verfication and Proficiency testing by laboratories. 

1.28	 FSSAI conducted Gap Analysis of 76 State Food Testing Laboratories and 2 of its own labs 
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through independent experts. Based on the key findings, the gaps identified are being 
addressed by granting funds to SFTLs under specific heads under the MoUs being signed 
with States/UTs.

1.29 	 Under the Central Sector Scheme for “Strengthening of the Food Testing System in the Country 
including provision for Mobile Food Testing Labs” (SOFTeL) which was rolled out during 2016-17,  
a grant of ₹ 12.54 Crore was sanctioned/released towards strengthening of State Food 
Testing Laboratories (SFTLs) during the year. With this, as on 31st March, 2022, 41 SFTLs in 
30 States/UTs have been strengthened with a total sanctioned/ released grant of ₹ 327.02 
Crore. Further, a grant of ₹ 5.53 Crore was also released to 3 Referral Labs during the year for 
upgradation with high-end equipment raising the total approved grant for Referral labs to  
₹ 33.18 Crore. 

1.30 	 Under the Scheme, FSSAI has also been providing Mobile Food Testing Labs, called Food 
Safety on Wheels (FSW), costing appx. ₹ 37 lakhs (excluding GST) to States/UTs for undertaking 
testing, training and awareness activities in remote areas of the State. During the year, 83 more 
FSWs were provided raising the total to 173. 

1. 31 	 Another component of the Scheme relates to capacity building of laboratory personnel and 
other stakeholders in food testing and analysis. During the year, FSSAI conducted 5 physical 
training programs especially for personnel from State Food Testing Laboratories which were 
attended by 45 personnel. FSSAI also conducted 197 online training programs and certificate 
courses in coordination with its three training centres as well as NDDB, Anand, which were 
attended by 13,899 participants.

1.32	 FSSAI has been conducting Pan India surveys on different food products to assess the ground 
realities on compliance of FSS Regulations and take remedial actions based on the findings. 
During the year, FSSAI conducted Pan India surveys on Trans Fatty Acid, Jaggery and Spices. 
FSSAI also conducted Desktop surveys on Pesticide residues in food as well as Desktop survey 
on heavy metals in food. 

1.33 	 Under the RAFT Scheme, FSSAI approves Rapid Analytical Food testing Kit, Equipment or 
Method to facilitate carrying out on the spot field testing by Food Safety Officers (FSOs) or 
Mobile Testing Labs or to improve speed and reduce testing costs in food laboratories. During 
the period, 19 such applications were scrutinized out of which 10 were finally approved and 05 
were not recommended. 04 applications were withdrawn by the applicants. Since the inception 
of RAFT Scheme in 2019, FSSAI has approved 75 rapid food testing kits/equipments/methods. 

1.34	 A document titled “Standard Specifications for setting up of a Basic Food Testing Laboratory” 
was released by Hon’ble Union Health Minister Dr. Mansukh Mandaviya on 20th Sept, 2021. 
These specifications will lead to the Good Laboratory Practices (GLP) and enhance the accuracy 
of the testing result from the laboratories.
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1.35	 It is the responsibility of Food Authority to ensure safety of food imported into India. As on 
31st March, 2022, the Food Authority was directly regulating food imports at 56 major points 
of entry at 13 locations through its own Authorised Officers. During the year, a total of 91,694 
imported food items weighing 74,12,411.80 Metric Tonnes (MTs) were handled by FSSAI. On 
the basis of scrutiny, visual inspection and testing, NOCs were issued to 89,885 items, weighing 
73, 57,847.25 MTs. 

1.36 	 To ensure uninterrupted supply of imported crude oil (edible grade) and pulses in the country, 
Authorised Officers were directed vide Order dated 13th July, 2021 to facilitate and carry out 
food import clearance process on priority and, if required, on weekends also to expedite the 
clearance. 

1.37	 Considering its significant import, it was decided vide Order dated 18th January, 2022 that till 
such time the standards for raw cashew nuts are notified, it may be considered as “food not 
specified” and standards for the same may be adopted. 

1.38	 FSSAI’s flagship Food Safety Training and Certificaion (FoSTaC) programme initiated in 2017 for 
training and capacity building of food handlers in good hygiene and manufacturing practices 
based on Schedule 4 of FSS (Licensing and Registration of Food Businesses) Regulations, 2011 
is being held through online and offline(classroom) mode with the help of 262 empanelled 
Training Partners and 2,186 trainers. During the year 2021-22, 9876 trainings of food handlers 
were conducted in which 3,63,677 food handlers were trained. Further, 106 trainings of two 
hours duration specifically on Covid-19 food safety guidelines were also conducted in which 
2,233 persons were trained. 

1.39 	 For regulatory officials namely, Food Safety Officers, Designated Officers etc. FSSAI conducted 
eight training programs during 2021-22 in which 535 regulatory officials were trained. FSSAI 
also conducted eight training programmes for its own officials. 

1.40 	 FSSAI signed an MoU with the Ministry of Food Processing Industries under which FSSAI would 
provide training to food handlers of micro level food processing units on good hygiene & 
manufacturing practices, food testing process and other regulatory requirements. MoU also 
provides for training of District Resource Persons on application procedure for obtaining FSSAI 
license or registration for such units. 

1.41 	 FSSAI continued with its activities under Eat Right India Initiative to provide people safe food, 
healthy and sustainable diets. The Eat Right India adopts a judicious mix of regulatory, capacity 
building, collaborative and empowerment approaches to ensure that food people eat is safe 
and healthy. Important initiatives include Hygiene Rating Scheme, Blissful Offering to God 
(BHOG), Eat Right Home, Eat Right School, Eat Right Campus, Eat Right Station, Clean Street 
Food Hub, Clean Vegetable and Fruit Market, Repurpose Used Cooking Oil (RUCO) etc. During 
the year, considerable progress was made in each of these initiatives. 
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1.42 	 Various Information, Education and Communication (IEC) activities were undertaken during 
the year to educate stakeholders and consumers about Eat Right initiatives, food safety and 
essential elements of the FSS Act, Rules & Regulations. The Eat Smart Cities Challenge was 
launched to scale up the Eat Right India approach at city level. 109 smart cities participated 
in this challenge. Top 11 cities were announced and now these cities have entered the scale 
up stage of the Challenge wherein the projects undertaken at the pilot stage will be scaled 
up in a sustainable manner.

1.43 	 FSSAI also launched the Eat Right Research Awards and Grant to have a wider collaboration 
with various academic and research institutions to encourage and recognize high-quality 
research in the area of food safety. 

1.44 	 Competitions and challenges such as ‘Nature’s Sweetness in every bite recipe competition’ 
(recipes with less sugar), ‘Indi-genius Food Challenge’ (for promoting millets), ‘Tadke Bina Zayka’ 
(recipes using less oil and fat) were conducted to encourage people to come up with healthy 
recipes. Information on Eat right initiatives and other FSSAI programmes and activities were also 
disseminated to various target groups by using online channels of communication including 
print, electronic & social media as well as offline mediums including events/ exhibitions, melas 
and trade fairs etc. Many resource books and communication materials were launched. The 
e-Books were made available on the website for easy access by general public. 

1.45	 During the year, India continued to participate actively in the Codex work for development of 
international standards. India participated in 44th session of Codex Alimentarius Commission as 
well as meetings of its Executive Committee, other Committees, Sub-Committees and Working 
Groups, all of which were held in virtual mode. Codex Alimentarius Commission, in its 44th 
session, approved as new work the formulation of standard for small cardamom chaired by 
India and standard for turmeric co-chaired by India. The Commission also adopted standards 
for Dried or Dehydrated Ginger, Basil, Cloves and Oregano. 

1.46 	 FSSAI has signed a number of cooperation agreements (MoUs) with various foreign 
governments/their agencies. During the year, follow up action was taken in respect of some 
of these existing MoUs. FSSAI is also in discussion with the Central Food Authorities of the 
United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland; Department of Agriculture, Water and 
the Environment (DAWE), Australia; Austrian Food Regulator; and Bhutan Agriculture & Food 
Regulatory Authority (BAFRA) for signing of MoUs. 

1.47	 Several meetings were held between officials of FSSAI and representatives of Embassies of other 
countries to discuss trade facilitation issues. Discussions were also held with representatives 
of other countries on issues around food safety. FSSAI’s Officials also participated in a number 
of seminars/workshops conducted by foreign entities. 

1.48	 FSSAI continues to leverage technology in a big way for disposal of its work and has a number 
of flagship systems such as FoSCoS, FICS, InFoLNet, FoSTaC etc. to support its key activities

and programmes. FSSAI’s IT division ensured proper functioning of these systems. Many new 
features were added in FoSCoS. Further developments include new FICS and new FoSTaC. A 
number of new portals such as Food Safety Mitra, ePAAS, Food Safety on Wheels were also 
launched. An Integrated Portal on Eat Right India Movement has also been developed. All 
independent Eat Right initiatives portals will be brought under this integrated Portal of the 
FSSAI. All other principal activities of FSSAI are also being fully supported by systems and 
portals develped by the IT Division. 

1.49 	 FSSAI continued to take steps to support increased use of Hindi in its working. Meetings of 
Official Language Implementation Committee are being held quarterly. Four workshops on 
official language were held and newly recruited officials as also other officials were encouraged 
to use Hindi in official work. Hindi Pakhwara was celebrated between 14th September to 
28th September, 2021 with competitions on subjects such as noting and drafting in hindi, 
hindi essay, translation, hindi poetry and speech competitions. These competitions attracted 
large entries from the employees. Winners were given appreciation letters and cash prizes. A 
departmental hindi magazine ‘khadyanjali ‘ was also launched and two quarterly publications 
for the period Oct-Dec, 2021 and Jan-March, 2022, respectively were published.
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Duties, Governance Structure and Human Resource

2.1	 Enactment of Act

2.1.1	 The work on consolidation of food laws into a single statute had been on the anvil for 
some time, especially after the Central Government declared its intent in the budget 
speech of then Hon’ble Finance Minister in 2002. The work pertaining to consolidation 
of various Acts and Orders governing food was entrusted to the Ministry of Food 
Processing Industries. The Food Safety and Standards Bill, 2005 was enacted as the 
Food Safety and Standards Act, 2006 (Act No. 34 of 2006) once it received the assent 
of the President of India on 23rd August 2006. Subsequently, the Act was published 
in the Gazette of India (Extraordinary) Part I, Section 1 on 24th August, 2006. Various 
provisions of the Act came into force on various dates through several notifications in 
this regard viz. notifications dated 15th October, 2007, 28th May, 2008, 18th November, 
2008, 9th March, 2009, 31st July, 2009, 29th July, 2010 and 18th August, 2010. 

2.1.2	 The subject “Food Safety and Standards Act, 2006” was shifted to the Ministry of 
Health & Family Welfare from the Ministry of Food Processing Industries vide Cabinet 
Secretariat’s notification under Govt. of India (Allocation of Business) Rules, 1961 dated 
17th Sept, 2007. 

2.1.3	 Vide ‘The Food Safety and Standards (Removal of Difficulties) Order, 2007 dated 15th 
October, 2007, in sub-section (1), in clause (c) of Section 6 of the Food Safety and 
Standards Act, 2006 relating to selection committee for selection of Chairperson and 
Members of the Food Authority, for the word ‘Health’, the words “Food Processing 
Industries” were substituted.

2.1.4	 Sections 3, 5 and 6 of the Act were amended vide the Food Safety and 
Standards(Amendment) Ordinance, 2008 dated 7th February, 2008, which was replaced 
by the Food Safety and Standards(Amendment) Act, 2008 dated 28th March, 2008.

2.1.5	 The passing of the Food Safety and Standards Act, 2006 (FSS Act) led to the establishment 
of the Food Safety and Standards Authority of India (FSSAI) on 5th September, 2008. 
This decision marked a paradigm shift from a fragmented to a unified food regulatory 
ecosystem with a more holistic approach of ensuring safe and wholesome food as 
opposed to just prevention of adulteration. 

Chapter-2
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2.2	 Mandate of FSSAI

 	 The Food Authority’s mandate as envisaged in the FSS Act is to regulate manufacture, storage, 
distribution, sale and import of food to ensure availability of safe and wholesome food for 
human consumption and for matters connected therewith. The duties and functions of the 
Food Authority have been prescribed under Section 16 of the Act. An overview of the same 
is presented in Table-2 below:

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2.3.3	 The Chairperson, the Chief Executive Officer and Members of the Food Authority are 
appointed by the Central Government. The Headquarter of the Authority is located at 
FDA Bhawan, Kotla Road, New Delhi–110002.

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2.3.6 	 As no members were appointed by the Central Government during 2021-22 under 
clauses (b), (c), (d), (e), (f ) & (g) of sub-section (1) of Section 5 of FSS Act, 2006 
consequent upon expiry of the term of the members in previous year(s), these meetings 
of the Food Authority were held with a truncated strength. However, to ensure that 
the deliberations remained broad based and interactive, there were special invitees 
from industry and consumer organisations namely, Federation of Indian Chambers 
of Commerce and Industry (FICCI); Confederation of Indian Industry (CII); All India 
Food Processors’ Association (AIFPA); and Mizoram Consumers’ Union. Chairperson of 
Scientific Committee was also invited to attend these meetings. Commissioners of Food 
Safety Gujarat, J&K, Karnataka, Manipur, Dadra & Nagar Haveli and Daman & Diu were 
also invited as special invitees in 34th to 37th meetings of the Authority. In the 38th 
meeting of the Authority, Commissioners of Food Safety from Kerala, Delhi, Jharkhand, 
Punjab and Meghalaya were invited as special invitees. 

2.4	 Central Advisory Committee (CAC)

2.4.1	 Section 11 of the FSS Act, 2006 provides for establishment of the Central Advisory 
Committee (CAC) and Section 12 delineates its functions. The primary mandate of the 
Committee is to advise the Authority on the work programme, prioritization of work, 
identification of potential risks and knowledge management. The CAC ensures close 
co-operation and co-ordination among the Food Authority, the State enforcement 
agencies and the organizations operating in the field of food.

2.4.2	 Central Advisory Committee was re-constituted vide Notification dated 5th July, 2019 for 3 
years under Section 11 of Food Safety and Standards Act, 2006. During the year 2021-22, 
four meetings of CAC were conducted wherein besides officials from FSSAI, Food Safety 
Commissioners and other officials of States/UTs and representatives of various Ministries 
and Departments etc., participated and discussed food safety related issues. 

2.5	 Organizational Structure of the Food Authority

2.5.1 	 FSSAI has its Head Quarter at New Delhi. The Authority has Regional Offices located 
at Ghaziabad, Mumbai, Kolkata and Chennai. At the beginning of the year, FSSAI had 
branch/port offices at Guwahati, Kochi, Tuticorin, Krishnapatnam, Kandla and Mundra. 
During the year, FSSAI opened new branch/port offices at a few more places viz. 
Visakhapatnam, Hyderabad, Bengaluru, Ahmedabad, and Jawaharlal Nehru Port Trust 
(JNPT), Mumbai. Further, FSSAI also has three National Food Laboratories namely, NFL, 
Ghaziabad; NFL Kolkata (with extension counter at Raxaul); and NFL, JNPT Mumbai. 
NFL at JNPT, Mumbai was made functional during the year. One more National Food 
Laboratory at Chennai Port Trust, Chennai is expected to be made functional in the 
year 2022-23.

	 2.7.2	 Recruitment Status in FSSAI

	 Direct Recruitment-The Recruitment Regulations for various sanctioned posts were 
notified on 1st October, 2018 and the process of recruitment as per the provisions of 
the Recruitment Regulations was initiated thereafter. Accordingly, applications for direct 
recruitment against various posts in the first phase were invited vide Advertisement No. 
DR-01/2019 dated 25th January, 2019, DR-02/2019 dated 26th March, 2019, DR-03/2019 
dated 16th October, 2019 and DR-01/2020 dated 1st August, 2020. All the stages of 
selection process viz. scrutiny/Computer Based Test (CBT)/written examination/skill test/
interview (as applicable) in respect of these advertisements have been completed. Based 
on results, a total of 266 candidates out of 288 posts have already joined the Authority 
and joining of the remaining candidates is under process.
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	 FSSAI has started second phase of the recruitment for 271 posts vide Advertisement 
No. DR-01/2021 dated 16th April, 2021 and DR-02/2021 dated 13th October, 2021 for 
Senior Level Posts (Pay Level-11 and above) and DR-04/2021 dated 30th September, 
2021 for Junior Level Posts (Pay Level-10 and below). All the stages of scrutiny/CBT/
written examination/skill test/interview (as applicable) of these advertisements are 
underway. 

	 Deputation- Applications were also invited for filling up 72 posts on deputation basis 
vide Advertisement no. DEP-01/2021 dated 6th October, 2021. The recruitment is 
underway.

	 Contractual- Applications for two posts of Food Analyst purely on contract basis were 
invited vide Advertisement no. CONT-01/2022 dated 23rd February, 2022. The process 
of recruitment is underway. 	

	 2.7.3 	 Working strength

	 As on 31st March, 2022, FSSAI had a total working strength of 545 employees including 
289 persons appointed on regular basis (direct recruitment/ absorption), 74 on 
deputation, 40 on deemed deputation basis and 142 on contract basis. 

2.8 	 Internal Complaints Committee for women employees 

 	 In accordance with the Hon’ble Supreme Court Judgement in the Vishakha and others v State 
of Rajasthan (1997) case and the Sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace (Prevention, 
Prohibition and Redressal) Act, 2013, an Internal Complaints Committee (ICC) has been 
constituted in FSSAI and it is ensured that the same is effective and functional at all times. 
The Committee did not receive any complaint during the year 2021-22. However, there was 
correspondence in a sub-judice case which was promptly attended by the Committee. Training 
on the Sexual Harassment of Women Act and gender sensitization has been provided to the 
newly recruited employees.

2.9 	 Vigilance related matters 

2.9.1 	 Vigilance Unit of FSSAI deals with complaints received through various sources against 
the employees of FSSAI at the Headquarter, Regional Offices and Laboratories under 
the guidelines issued by Central Vigilance Commission (CVC). The complaints /cases are 
investigated either by FSSAI or through independent agency (e.g. CBI). If, prima-facie, 
irregularities are attributed to an official(s), then further appropriate action regarding 
initiation of disciplinary proceedings is taken. Wherever required, CVC is also consulted 
as per the guidelines. During the period 2021-22, 116 complaints were processed /
disposed of.

2.9.2 	 Vigilance Awareness Week, 2021 was observed from 26th October, 2021 to 1st 
November, 2021 at FSSAI (HQ) and all Regional Offices and Laboratories. This year, the 
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theme of Vigilance Awareness Week was “Independent India@75:Self Reliance with 

Integrity” ¼Lora= Hkkjr @ 75% lR;fu"Bk ls vkRefuHkZjrk½- On this occasion, a pledge to 
maintain honesty, transparency and integrity in all spheres of life was administered 
to all officers and staff on 26th October, 2021. This was followed by a written 
quiz competition about the knowledge of employees on vigilance. A workshop/
sensitization program was organized on 1st November, 2021 in which an external 
expert was invited for a talk on the theme of the Vigilance Awareness Week. On this 
occasion, cash prizes of ₹ 4,000/- to the participant in the quiz competition who 
stood first, ₹ 3,000/- to the participant who stood second, ₹ 2,000 to the participant 
who stood third, and two consolation prizes of ₹ 1,000/- each were awarded by the 
Chief Executive Officer.

	 A modern air-conditioned Gym is functional at FDA Bhawan premises to cater to the 
need of fitness conscious staff working in FSSAI Head Office and CDSCO and for the 
benefit of fitness enthusiasts of nearby area. Facility for conduct of yoga classes has 
also been created.

	 2.10.3	 Medical facility

	 For benefit of staff working at FSSAI’s Headquarters, a Specialist Medical Consultant 
has been engaged on a part-time basis (for two hours, twice in a week). Employees 
get free medical consultation from the Specialist. Some basic essential medicines, as 
prescribed by the Consultant Doctor, are also provided to the staff free of cost. This 
facility is especially beneficial for those employees who are not covered under CGHS. 

2.11 	 Steps taken during 2021-22 for acquiring additional space for FSSAI’s functional 
requirements 

2.11.1	 During the year 2021-22, FSSAI took over and occupied space at following places for 
meeting its functional requirements:

(i) 	 space measuring 2198 sq.ft. at 5th floor of DLB Building (Karmika Jyothi Bhavan), Port 
Area (Zone 1 A) at Visakhapatnam Port Trust was taken on lease from VPT from June, 
2021 for a period of 10 years @ ₹ 4,30,911/- per year.

 (ii) 	 space measuring 2423.96 sq.ft. @ at 4th floor, BSNL Telephone Exchange Vijayanagar, 
Bengaluru-560040 was taken on lease from BSNL @ monthly rent of ₹ 1,81,797/- for a 
period of three years w.e.f. 9th July, 2021 , extendable upto nine years. 

(iii)	 space measuring appx. 3000 sq.ft. at 2nd floor, Telephone Bhavan Administrative 
Building, C.G.Road, Ahmedabad was taken on lease from BSNL @ monthly rent of  
₹ 2,49,000/- w.e.f. 01st December, 2021 for a period of 5 years, extendable by another 
5 years. 

(iv)	 space measuring 4695 sq.ft. at 3rd floor, Central Park, Housefeed Complex Dispur, 
Guwahati was taken on lease from the Rubber Board @ monthly rent of ₹ 1,26,765/- 
w.e.f. 1st August, 2021 for a period of three years. 
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2.11.2	A multi-storeyed building (2 levels basement +Ground Flour+2 Floors) is being 
constructed at NFL, Ghaziabad complex creating space of approx. 60,000 sq ft at an 
estimated cost of ₹ 46.26 Crore. M/s NBCC India Limited is the Project Management 
Consultant for the project. The construction is in progress and is likely to be completed 
by September, 2022.

2.11.3	To cater to the increased strength at its Headquarter consequent upon joining of new 
recruits, the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare had allotted appx. 17,000 sq feet 
space at MMU Building, adjacent to FDA Bhawan, New Delhi. Possession of same was 
taken in August, 2020. Major portion of the space was renovated @ cost of ₹ 8.45 Crore 
and a few Divisions are already functioning from there. Remaining part of the space is 
being renovated at a cost of ₹ 2.51 Crore and is likely to be available for utilisation in 
a couple of months’ time.
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Standards and Regulations

3.1	 Overview of Scientific structure of FSSAI

	 The FSSAI’s major scientific arms are the Scientific Committee (SC) and Scientific Panels 
(SPs). Both the bodies provide the necessary scientific opinion and assist in development of 
standards through a well-defined process. In addition to these two statutory scientific entities, 
the Food Authority has also established some non-statutory bodies which interface with the 
SC and SPs. The overall structure of science related works and the bodies associated with it 
are schematically indicated in the Figure-5 below:

3.2	 Scientific Committee

	 Section 14 of the FSS Act, 2006 provides for the constitution of the Scientific Committee 
comprising the Chairpersons of the Scientific Panels and six independent scientific experts not 
belonging to any of the Scientific Panels. The Committee is responsible for providing scientific 
opinion to the Food Authority, general co-ordination necessary to ensure consistency of the 
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scientific opinion and in particular with regards to the adoption of working procedures and 
harmonisation of working methods of the Scientific Panels. The Scientific Committee provides 
opinions on multi-sectoral issues falling within the competence of more than one Scientific Panel 
and sets up working groups on issues which do not fall within the competence of any of the 
Scientific Panels. The Scientific Committee chooses a Chairperson from amongst its members. 

	 During the year 2021-22, Scientific Committee held four meetings (38th to 41st SCM).

3.3	  Scientific Panels

3.3.1 	 Section 13 of the FSS Act, 2006 provides for establishment of subject specific Scientific 
Panels which consist of independent scientific experts. The Scientific Panels act as the 
risk assessment bodies and give their scientific opinion.

3.3.2 	 The Food Authority has been empowered to reconstitute the Scientific Panels by adding 
new members or by omitting the existing members or by changing the name of the 
Panel as the case may be. The Scientific Panels choose a Chairperson from amongst its 
members. 

3.3.3 	 At present there are 21 subject specific Scientific Panels. The details of the Scientific 
Panels and the number of meetings conducted by each Scientific Panel during the year 
are given in Table-6 below:

3.4	 An Expert Committee has been constituted to develop mechanism for issuing no objection/
pre-regulatory clearance to Food Business Operators for conducting human intervention 
studies on novel or non-specified food ingredients/products for generating efficacy and safety 
data in food. It met on two occasions. 

3.5	 Working Groups

	 Working Groups (WGs) are commissioned by the Scientific Committee, after due approval from 
the CEO, FSSAI to deal with specific matters or particularly matters which do not fall within the 
competence of any of the Scientific Panels; and/or to provide opinions on multi-sectoral issues 
falling within the competence of more than one SP. The SC, while commissioning a working 
group, defines the terms of reference (ToR), including the time-frame within which a task is 
to be accomplished, and also coordinates functioning of such WGs. The membership of WG is 
drawn from among the members of the Scientific Panels (SP) and Scientific Committee (SC) but 
it may also include relevant external experts who are not part of any of the SPs or SC. However, 
number of such external experts in a WG shall not exceed 50% of the total members of the 
WG. Chairperson of the WG is appointed by the SC from those who are either member of SC 
or SP. A number of working groups have been set up by the Scientific Committee. Relevant 
details are given in Table-7 below:

3.6	 Approval of Non-Specified Food/ Food Ingredients 

3.6.1	 The Food Safety and Standards (Approval for Non-Specified Food and Food Ingredients) 
Regulations, 2017 enable the Food Authority to approve any non-specified food (other 
than proprietary food) and food ingredients including novel foods, new food additives, 
and new processing aids and food ingredients consisting of or isolated from micro-
organisms, bacteria, yeast, fungi or algae. The Expert Committees (ECs) are constituted 
to examine the applications (complete with scientific inputs about the product under 
consideration to be provided by the applicant) in accordance with provisions of the 
said above regulations. 

3.6.2	  To speed up the process of approval of non-specified food, three additional ECs were 
constituted vide Order dated 3rd September, 2021 raising the total to six. 

3.6.3	 To make the system more transparent, the Authority also revised the appeal procedure 
specified in the Food Safety and Standards (Approval for Non-Specified Food and Food 
Ingredients) Regulations, 2017, and has specified clear timelines.

3.6.4	 During 2021-22, total 79 applications were received for approval of non-specified foods 
and food ingredients. Some applications were also pending at the commencement of 
the year. In this duration, the six Expert Committees held a total 22 meetings to consider 
the applications. As a result of such consideration, 66 applications were recommended 
for approval and 30 applications were rejected. 83 applications were either closed or 
withdrawn. During the year, approval was provided for 66 product(s)/ingredient(s). 

3.7	 Approval of Claims

3.7.1 	 The Food Safety and Standards (Advertising and Claims) Regulations, 2018 were 
notified to establish fairness in claims and advertisements of food products and make 
food businesses accountable for such claims/advertisements related to health and/or 
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nutritional benefit in order to protect consumer interests. The regulations, under its 
various schedules, clearly list claims that are permitted to be made by FBOs without 
seeking prior approval of the Food Authority. However, for non-standardised claims, 
the Expert Committee for approval of Claims examines the applications (and scientific 
evidence provided therein) that seek prior approval of a non- standardized claim. 

3.7.2 	 During the period 2021-22, total eight applications were received. The Expert Committee 
held four meetings to consider the applications. As a result of such consideration, 
approval was given for one application. Further, approval was also given for one 
previous application after consideration of the appeal.

Analysis and Scientific Committee, following Manual & Methods of Analysis have been 
approved by the Food Authority during 2021-22:

3.13.2	WTO-SPS/TBT notification

	 India is a signatory to the World Trade Organisation (WTO) and, in turn, to the Sanitary 
and Phyto-sanitary (SPS) and Technical Barrier to Trade (TBT) agreements. As required 
under these agreements, FSSAI has been constantly notifying its standards and 
regulations on WTO platform seeking comments and suggestions from the member

countries. 17 WTO notifications (SPS and TBT) have been notified during the year 
2021-2022. Further, FSSAI continued to provide its technical inputs for framing India’s 
responses to various SPS/TBT notifications of other countries under the WTO system.

3.14 	 New Principal Regulations

 	 A. 	 Draft FSS (Vegan Foods) Regulations, 2021

3.14.1	 The draft notification of Food Safety and Standards (Vegan Foods) Regulations was 
published in Gazette of India on 06th September, 2021 and uploaded on FSSAI website 
on 08th September, 2021 giving 60 days’ time for inviting comments/suggestions from 
stakeholders. The same was also notified to WTO-SPS members on 20th September, 2021 
for submitting comments within 60 days. After examination of the various comments and 
suggestions, the Food Authority, in its 38th meeting held on 2nd March, 2022, approved the 
final (draft) notification for final notification with the approval of the Central Government. 

3.14.2	Salient features of the Final (Draft) FSS (Vegan Foods) Regulations, 2021 are given 
below:

	 “Vegan Food” means those foods or food ingredients (including additives, 
flavourings, enzymes and carriers) or processing aids that are not products of 
animal origin and in which, at no stage of production and processing, use has 
been made of ingredients (including additives, flavourings, enzymes and carriers) 
or processing aids that are of animal origin.

	 The food products to be called ‘Vegan’, shall not have involved animal testing 
for any purpose including safety evaluation, unless mandated by any Regulatory 
Authority.

	 All the packaging material used for vegan foods shall comply with the provision 
specified under packaging regulation, provided those materials are not of animal 
origin/derived.

	 FBO shall ensure that all stages of production, processing and distribution shall 
be designed to take the appropriate precautions in conformity with GMPs in such 
a way to avoid the unintended presence of non-vegan substances. If the same 
production line is shared with non-vegan products/ingredients, thorough cleaning 
or comparable measures in conformity with GMPs shall be carried out before 
production of vegan products commences. This extends to all associated machinery, 
equipment, utensils and surfaces. Appropriate precautions in conformity with 
GMPs shall be taken before vegan products are prepared, produced or packaged.

	 Traceability shall be established up to the manufacturer level. The FBO shall comply 
with any other requirements specified by the Food Authority to maintain the vegan 
integrity of the foods or food ingredients or products thereof from time to time.

	 Vegan Food Compliance:
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o	 The Food Business Operator shall submit an application to the concerned 
licensing authority with all necessary details in a format as may be specified 
by Food Authority.

o	 The Food Authority may specify guidelines for endorsement of vegan logo.

	 Every package of vegan foods, after the approval, shall carry the logo as specified 
below:

	 B.	 FSS (Ayurveda Aahara) Regulations, 2022

3.14.3	In order to recognize India’s age old principles of Ayurveda and the Aahara prepared 
as per ancient texts, FSSAI and Ministry of AYUSH decided to develop a stand-alone 
regulation for Ayurveda Aahara. In pursuance of same, draft FSS (Ayurveda Aahara) 

	 The logo was unveiled by Hon’ble Minister of Health and Family Welfare on 20th September, 
2021.
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Regulations, 2021 were notified on 30th June, 2021 for public comments and suggestions. 
The comments/suggestions received were further considered and deliberated in several 
rounds of Scientific Panel meetings in consultation with the Ministry of AYUSH before 
finalizing the regulations. The final (draft) regulations were placed in the 38th meeting 
of the Food Authority held on 2nd March, 2022 and were approved for final notification 
with approval of the Central Government.

3.14.4	 Salient Features of Ayurveda Aahara Regulation

•	 “Ayurveda Aahara” means a food prepared in accordance with the recipes or 
ingredients or processes as per method described in the authoritative books of 
Ayurveda listed under ‘Schedule A’ of these regulations.

•	 These Regulations exclude:

	 Ayurvedic drugs or proprietary Ayurvedic medicines and medicinal products, 
cosmetics, narcotic or psychotropic substances, herbs listed under Schedule 
E-1 of D& C Act, 1940 and Rules 1945 thereunder. 

	 Metals based Ayurvedic drugs or medicines, bhasma or pishti. 

	 Any other ingredients notified by the Authority from time to time.

	 Food items in daily use (pulses, rice, flour, vegetables) without addition of 
Ayurveda ingredients; and

	 Foods intended for infants up to 24 months of age.

	 Addition of vitamins / minerals is not allowed .

•	 Labelling-

o	 The labelling, presentation and advertisement shall not claim that the 
Ayurveda Aahara has the property of preventing, treating or curing a human 
disease or refer to such properties.

o	 Label shall specify the intended purpose, target group, recommended duration 
of use.

o	 Carry word “Ayurveda Aahar” in close proximity to the product; and the 
specified logo in front of the pack of the label.
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o	 Statutory warning – ‘Only for Dietary Use’.

o	 Precautions to be taken while consuming (side-effects, contraindications etc.). 

o	 Statement ‘the product required to be stored out of reach of children’. 

o	 a warning that the product is for oral consumption only and not for parenteral 
use.

3.15	  NetSCoFAN

3.15.1	Network of Scientific Cooperation for Food Safety and Applied Nutrition (NetSCoFAN) 
was established in January, 2020 under Section 16(3)(e) of Food Safety and Standards 
Act, 2006 as a network of research and academic institutions working in the area of food 
and nutrition. NetSCoFAN currently comprises of eight groups of 10 Lead institutions 
working together with other partner institutions in different areas of food safety and 
concerns. During the year 2021-22, the revolving fund was shifted to annual grant, 
fixed at ₹ 20 lakhs. The annual grant was released in two tranches, the first being in 
April, 2021 and the second in October, 2021. The amount released in each tranche was 
₹ 10 lakh (in case of a single lead institute for the group) or ₹ 5 lakh each (in case of 
groups with two lead institutions). A total grant of ₹ 91,40,995 was given to 10 lead 
institutes for carrying out NetSCoFAN activities during the year. 

3.15.2	Research & Development/Surveys Projects under NeTSCoFAN for Food Quality and 
Safety

	 FSSAI has sanctioned 23 projects under the Scheme of Research & Development/
Surveys for food quality and safety. Out of these, 16 projects have been technically 
and financially closed. 6 of these projects were closed in previous year(s) while 10 were 
closed during the year 2021-22. Details of these 10 research projects closed during the 
year 2021-22 are given in Table-10. Details of ongoing 7 research projects are given in 
Table-11.

3.16	 Food-‘O’-Copoeia

3.16.1	Food-‘O’-Copoeia is a collection of food category-wise monographs that would be 
a single point reference for all applicable standards for a specific product category; 
and, will be specifying complete standards, labelling and claim requirements, specific 
packaging requirements, any other regulatory provisions that need to be met for that 
product category. This would also provide the list of methods that a laboratory has to 
follow while analysing the samples of the specific food/food product category. This 
would contain a total of 16 product category specific monographs. There will also be 
one monograph which would contain all the general requirements to be met by all 
the food product categories. FSSAI awarded the financial support to eight NetSCoFAN 
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groups to develop these 17 monographs. A total expenditure of ₹ 85 lakh was approved 
of which 80% funds have been released. NetSCoFAN groups and assigned food 
categories with financial support for Food-‘O’-Copoeia monographs are at Table-12. 

3.16.2	An online portal for Food-O-Copoeia was also developed which helped the NetSCoFAN 
groups to enter the details of standards in the respective food categories. FSSAI has 
received the first draft of monographs which are currently under the examination.

4.1	 Licensing/Registration

4.1.1 	 All Food Business Operators (FBOs) in the country are required to be registered or 
licensed under Section 31 of the Food Safety & Standards Act, 2006 to commence or 
carry on any food business. The Food Safety and Standards (Licensing and Registration) 
Regulations, 2011 regulate the procedure for grant of licence and registration to FBOs. 
Eligibility criteria have been specified for issuance of Central Licence, State Licence and 
Registration. In case of Central/State Licence, a Unique Licence Number is granted for 
different kinds of businesses for carrying out food business at a particular premise for 
which licence has been granted. The FBOs are required to buy and sell food products 
only from, or to, licensed/registered vendors and maintain record thereof.

4.1.2	 The eligibility criteria for Central or State Licence or Registration and documents 
required for obtaining Food License/Registration is available at FSSAI website https://
foscos.fssai.gov.in/business-eligibilty. 

4.1.3	 To facilitate and streamline the procedure for issuance of licence and registration, the 
manual procedure was replaced by FSSAI with an online Food License and Registration 
System (FLRS) in the year 2012 to serve as a single window for Central licence, State 
license and registration. FLRS was replaced with new online system called Food Safety 
and Compliance System (FoSCoS) which was made operational in all States/UTs with 
effect from 1st November, 2020 to address issue of its slowness. FoSCoS functions 
on cloud based server with upgraded software and hardware. Besides licensing and 
registration of FBOs, it is envisaged to be the one-stop ‘Compliance Portal’ for food 
safety through integration of various modules. Some of the modules such as Audit 
module, Inspection, Online Return filing module, Hygiene rating etc. have already been 
integrated with FoSCoS. FoSCoS essentially has the same flows as FLRS, so that users 
have convenience in using FoSCoS. One of the cardinal changes is the methodology of 
licensing for manufacturers which is now based on standardised product list. Mandatory 
documents have been rationalised and many paper based declarations have been 
replaced with online declaration. FoSCoS enhances the ease of doing business for the 
food business operators. 

4.1.4	 Despite the CoVID-19 pandemic, due to continuous surveillance and monitoring of food 
businesses by Central and State Designated Officers (DOs) and Food Safety Officers,

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number of Central/State Licences issued to new FBOs during the year 2021-22 has 
increased considerably as compared to previous years. Comparative data of number 
of Central/State licences/registrations issued to new FBOs during the last three years 
i.e. 2019-20, 2020-21 and 2021-22 is as under:-

4.2	 Administrative setup of enforcement machinery in States/UTs 

	 Chapter VII of the FSS Act, 2006 contains provisions relating to enforcement of the Act. The 
State/UT Governments are primarily responsible for the enforcement of the FSS Act, 2006 in 
their respective jurisdictions through the institution of the Commissioner of Food Safety. The 
team under the Commissioner of Food Safety includes Designated Officers (DOs) and Food 
Safety Officers (FSOs). Food Safety Commissioners (FSCs) in various States and UTs undertake 
the task of licensing /registration and enforcement through DOs and FSOs. Adjudicating 
machinery includes Adjudicating Officers (AOs) and Appellate Tribunals, besides Special Courts 
and Ordinary Civil Courts. The details of the administrative structure of enforcement machinery 
in various States/UTs are at Table-13. 

4.3. 	 Facilitating Licensing and Registration 

	 FSSAI undertook a number of initiatives during 2021-22 to facilitate FBOs in matter of obtaining 
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license and registration. The initiatives include the following: 

•	 Migration of State license to Central license and vice-versa in case of change in license 
criteria has been allowed without change in the license number.

•	  FBOs have been permitted to shift their premises either intra-state or inter-state without 
change in license or registration number. 

•	 Enabling FBOs to renew their license even after expiry- Although 10 Emails/ SMS 
reminders are being sent to FBOs in a span of 6 months prior to expiry of license/
registration, some FBOs fail to renew their license/registration within the stipulated 
period. Till October, 2021, there was no provision to renew the license/registration, 
once it has expired. However, a provision has been made for FBOs to renew their food 
license/registration upto 6 months from the date of expiry (with penalty) to enable 
FBOs to continue with the same license/registration number after getting their license/
registration renewed.

•	 Petty Food Business Operators/Start-ups who are eligible for Registration Certificate, 
can now file application in an easy way through Food Safety Connect App. 

•	 Manufacturers of traditional foods such as Sweets [Mithai] and Savouries [Namkeen] 
products were eligible for Central License only. Now, manufacturers of such products 
can also obtain State License or Registration or Central License as per the eligibility 
criteria.

•	 FSSAI has removed few kinds of businesses like Supplier, Marketer, Exporter (Domestic 
and Export) to avoid any ambiguity in selection of business activity while applying for 
license or registration.

•	 An SOP for updation of user credentials/ email and mobile number has been formulated 
for such FBOs who do not possess login credentials of FoSCoS.

4.4 	 Enforcement

4.4.1 	 The implementation and enforcement of FSS Act, 2006 and Rules and Regulations 
made thereunder primarily rests with the State/UT Governments. Regular surveillance, 
monitoring, inspection and random sampling of food products are undertaken by the 
officials of Food Safety Departments of the respective States/ UTs to check that the food 
products comply with the laid down standards. In cases where the food samples are 
found to be non-conforming, recourse is taken to penal provisions under Chapter IX of 
the FSS Act, 2006. Details of samples analysed, found non-conforming to the prescribed 
standards and norms and penal action taken during the year 2021-22 are at Table-14.

4.4.2 	 FSSAI issued a Notification dated 8th March, 2021 prohibiting blending of Mustard Oil 
for production of Multi Sourced Edible Vegetable Oil (MSEVO) w.e.f. 8th June, 2021. In 
order to ensure compliance of this prohibition by Food Business Operators, FSSAI, vide 
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letter dated 8th June, 2021, directed all States/UTs to carry out surveillance and targeted 
enforcement. The status of inspections carried out is as under:-

4.4.3 	 The extant Food Safety and Standards (Food Products Standards and Food Additives) 
Regulations, 2011 specify standards for Coffee and Coffee-Chicory mixtures distinctly. It 
is specified that the coffee content in the Coffee-Chicory mixture shall not be less than 
51 per cent by mass and every package containing a mixture of coffee and chicory shall 
declare on its label the percentage content of Coffee and Chicory. As per FSS (Packaging 
and Labelling) Regulations, 2011, Pre-packaged food shall not be described or presented 
on any label or in any labelling manner that is false, misleading or deceptive or is likely 
to create an erroneous impression regarding its character in any respect. Further, the 
FSS (Advertising and Claims) Regulations, 2018 stipulates that the term “pure” shall only 
be used to describe a single ingredient food to which nothing has been added. It was 
observed that the products available in the market are in violation of the above FSSR 
provisions and are either depicting Coffee-Chicory mixtures as Pure Coffee or are not 
declaring percentage content of coffee and chicory separately in the mixtures. 

4.4.4 	 Accordingly, FSSAI vide letter dated 11th November, 2021, directed all States/UTs and 
Central licensing Authorities to ensure necessary compliance of the aforesaid provisions 
and take appropriate regulatory action against the FBOs for violating the FSS regulations 
w.r.t. standards of coffee and coffee-chicory mixture. All 42 Centrally licensed Food Business 
Operators engaged in manufacturing of Coffee-Chicory were identified and labelling 
compliance with regard to the product Coffee-Chicory by these FBOs was ensured.

4.4.5	 Specified logo for milk and milk product

	 FSSAI has made it mandatory for all milk and milk products, including composite milk 
products, to have the ‘Milk logo’ (as below) and the milk analogues to have a declaration 
“Contains…..…” and the blank to be filled with the name of the constituent that was 
not derived from milk along with its source. FBOs should comply with the standards 
in the regulation by 1st July, 2022. 
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4.4.6 	 FSSAI has developed ‘Food Safety compliance through regular inspection and 
sampling system (FoSCoRIS)’ and requested all States/UTs to adopt the same to bring 
transparency in food safety inspection and sampling. FoSCoRIS is a web based mobile 
app for inspections and sampling. It can be used with hand held devices like mobile 
phones, tablets and desktops as well. FoSCoRIS serves as an empowering tool not 
only for inspection but also for monitoring, data collection and data analysis in real 
time basis. FoSCoRIS enables Inspecting Officers to capture the images and upload the 
same in the system. It also enables higher authorities to view details of the officers 
conducting inspections, their geographical location, food premises being inspected 
etc. As against 60,232 FoSCoRIS inspections conducted during 2020-21, the number of 
food businesses inspected during 2021-22 increased to 2,19,775. The State-wise data 
of FoSCoRIS inspections conducted during 2021-22 is at Table-15. 

4.4.7 	 Special enforcement drive to check the adulteration in the manufacturing of Tapioca Sago 
were conducted during November – December, 2021 especially in States of Tamil Nadu, 
Kerala, Andhra Pradesh and Telengana. During the drive, units of Tapioca Sago manufacturers 
were inspected and 135 legal samples of Tapioca Sago were lifted. Based on the inspection, 
1,45,625 Kg of Sago and 752 litres of bleaching agent were seized. Moreover, based on 
outcomes of analysis report of legal samples, appropriate action will be initiated. 

4.4.8 	 The Food Safety and Standards (Prohibition and Restrictions on Sales) Regulations, 2011 
were amended to stipulate that ‘Food Products in which edible oils and fats are used as 
an ingredient shall not contain industrial trans fatty acids more than 2% by mass of the 
total oils/fats present in the product’. This provision is effective from 01st January, 2022. 
In order to ensure that the ibid prohibition is effectively enforced across the country 
with effect from 1st January, 2022, FSSAI vide letter dated 17th December, 2021, advised 
Commissioners of Food Safety of States/UTs and Central Licensing Authorities to carry 
out a 100% inspection of all such units which are licensed for manufacture/processing 
of vegetable oils/fats under their respective jurisdiction and check for compliance of 
the products being manufactured through surveillance samples.
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4.4.9 	 FSSAI has decided to convene quarterly meetings with different sectors of the industry in 
order to understand and address their concerns and issues vis-à-vis regulatory changes, 
emerging issues, etc. and keep them abreast about related orders/directions issued by 
FSSAI specific to their sector. During 2021-22, four such meetings with representatives 
of different sectors such as wholesalers, transporters, re-packers, re-labellers, retailers, 
direct sellers, e-commerce establishments were conducted. 

4.4.10	In order to improve interface with the States/UTs, FSSAI is conducting Video Conferencing 
(VC) sessions with the Food Safety Departments of States/UTs. During these sessions, 
state specific issues are discussed. During the year 2021-22, FSSAI conducted 35 Video 
Conference sessions with various States/UTs.

4.4.11	FSSAI has also increased interaction with States by participating in the State Level 
Advisory Committee meetings and through highest level visit of Chairperson/CEO to 
various States/UTs to discuss food safety issues and to take stock of implementation 
of various initiatives of FSSAI for improving the Food Safety eco-system. 

4.5 	 Guidelines for collection of Used Cooking Oil (UCO)

	 FSSAI has issued guidelines for collection of Used Cooking Oil (UCO) from Food Business 
Operators by Biodiesel Manufacturers. The guidelines provide terms and conditions for 
enrolment of Biodiesel Manufacturers for collection of Used Cooking Oil (UCO) from Food 
Business Operators (FBOs) through its authorised collection agencies. Till 31st March, 2022, 
FSSAI has enrolled 43 Biodiesel Manufacturers across the country for collection of Used 
Cooking Oil (UCO) from Food Business Operators. 

4.6 	 Food Safety Mitra Scheme

	 Food Safety Mitra Scheme is an initiative of FSSAI seeking to create an ecosystem of facilitators 
assisting Food Business Operators (FBOs) in filing their application for FSSAI Registration/
License. This initiative will remove the unscrupulous consultants and touts from the system 
and avoid exploitation of FBOs by offering standardized door-step services at low cost. For 
successful award of certification to Food Safety Mitra, FSSAI has introduced online examination 
w.e.f. 1st December, 2021.

4.7 	  State Food Safety Index (SFSI)

4.7.1 	 FSSAI has introduced State Food Safety Index to measure the performance of States/
UTs on various parameters of Food Safety. The Index is a dynamic quantitative and 
qualitative benchmarking model that provides an objective framework for evaluating 
food safety across all States/UTs. This index is based on performance of State/ UT on five 
significant parameters, namely; Human Resource and Institutional Data; Compliance; 
Food Testing Infrastructure & Surveillance; Training and Capacity Building; and Consumer 
Empowerment. Weightage pattern of these parameters are as under:
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4.7.2 	 Every year, FSSAI releases the State Food Safety Index based on the overall performance 
of the States/ UTs in the previous financial year to create a positive competitive 
environment across the States/ UTs to meet the objectives of the Food Safety and 
Standards Act to provide safe food to general public at large. The first State Food Safety 
Index for the year 2018-19 was announced on the first-ever World Food Safety Day 
on 7th June, 2019. FSSAI released the 3rd State Food Safety Index for the year 2020-21 
on 20th September, 2021. Among larger States, Gujarat secured first rank followed by 
Kerala and Tamil Nadu. Among Smaller States, Goa secured the first rank followed by 
Meghalaya and Manipur. Amongst the UTs, J&K got the first rank followed by A&N 
Islands and Delhi. The complete Index is available on FSSAI web link https://www.fssai.

4.8 	 Status of signing of MoU between FSSAI and States/UTs for Strengthening of Food  
Safety Eco-system in the Country

	 FSSAI has signed Memorandums of Understanding (MoUs) with States/UTs for strengthening 
of Food Safety Eco-system in the country. Under the MoU frame work, financial and technical 
assistance is being provided to the States/UTs as per the approved work-plan proposals. 
During the year 2021-22, work plan proposals highlighting the key areas where both technical 
and financial support is required were received. The work plans were finalised after holding 
discussions with the respective State/UT and an amount of ₹ 95.48 Crore was released. 

4.9	 Empanelment of Food Safety Audit Agencies

	 To strengthen the food safety surveillance system, FSSAI has initiated audit of Food Business 
Operators through third party auditing agencies. Section 44 of the Food Safety and Standards 
Act, 2006 authorises the Food Authority to recognize an organization or an agency for carrying 
out food safety audit and checking compliance with the Food Safety Management Systems. 
Section 16(2)(c) of the Food Safety and Standards Act, 2006 empowers Food Authority to frame

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regulations to specify the mechanisms and guidelines for accreditation of certification bodies 
engaged in certification of Food Safety Management Systems (FSMS) for food businesses. 
Accordingly, FSSAI notified Food Safety and Standards (Food Safety Auditing) Regulations, 
2018 with effect from 28th August, 2018 and has recognized 33 food safety auditing agencies 
upto 31st March, 2022 under various scopes of auditing. 

4.10	 Hygiene Rating Scheme 

4.10.1	The Hygiene Rating Scheme is a technology-driven, user-friendly Scheme where food 
establishments are given a rating on a scale of 1-5 (in smiley symbols) for their hygiene 
and food safety compliance. This scheme encourages food businesses to ensure high 
standards of hygiene and sanitation and allows consumers to make informed food 
choices. This scheme is currently applicable to 

•	 Food Service Establishments (such as restaurants, cafes, diners and other eating- 
places)

•	 Sweet Shops, 

•	 Bakeries and 

•	 Meat Shops

4.10.2	Comprehensive checklists have been created based on the criteria a food business 
needs to meet the hygiene and sanitation standards as per Schedule-4 of FSS (Licencing 
and Registration of Food Businesses) Regulations, 2011. The food business is then 
audited based on this checklist and awarded a rating by a Hygiene Rating Audit Agency. 
A certificate is generated based on this rating which may be displayed for consumers 
at the premises. This helps consumers identify if the place is hygienic or not. A rating 
of 3 stars and above is considered a ‘Good Rating’. 

4.10.3	FSSAI has recognised 30 Third Party Audit Agencies and 12 other agencies for 
conducting Hygiene Rating Audits. There are more than 200 trained hygiene rating 
auditors conducting hygiene rating audits across the country. Quality Council of India 
(QCI) has developed a scheme for recognising Hygiene Rating Audit Agencies who will 
specifically be involved in conducting Hygiene Rating Audits in the country and scale 
up the process. 

4.10.4	As on 31st March, 2022, 14,122 food establishments were successfully certified under 
the Hygiene Rating Scheme. 

4.11	 Surveillance by State authorities

	 Surveillance is an integral part of Regulatory Compliance and States/UTs regularly conduct 
surveillance activities and carry out intensive surveillance drives as per their surveillance 
plans. FSSAI has worked out an annual surveillance plan and shared with States/UTs. States/
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UTs can make suitable changes and chalk out their own annual surveillance plan taking into 
account certain factors like geographical location, availability of food items, active/specific 
surveillance drives during festivals or specific occasions, degree of risk associated with food 
commodities etc. Based on the activities done in their respective areas, States and UTs are 
submitting surveillance reports to FSSAI from time to time. This plan has been followed up in 
various Central Advisory Committee meetings, Video Conferences, and other meetings with 
Food Safety Commissioners of States and UTs. 

4.12	  Grievance Redressal 

	 FSSAI has a robust mechanism for handling a consumer complaint/concern. Complaints/
Concerns of consumers and FBOs received by FSSAI through various channels (Web Portal 
& Mobile App, FSSAI Helpline, Emails, WhatsApp, Twitter, Facebook, INGRAM – National 
Consumer Helpline portal, PMOPG, posts etc.) are consolidated by FSSAI into a single portal 
i.e. Food Safety Connect Portal that is part of the online Food Safety Compliance System 
(FoSCoS). Consumers can also directly register their complaints and feedbacks on this portal 
about food safety issues related to adulterated food, unsafe food, substandard food, labelling 
defects in food and misleading claims & advertisements related to various food products. On 
successful registration of a food concern, a unique code is generated against each lodged 
complaint/concern no. which is conveyed via SMS on the mobile number provided at the 
time of registering the concern. This reference number can be used at a later time to track 
his/her concern in the online system. The FSSAI team, the State DOs/FSOs and the FBOs– 
all three stakeholders have online access to the grievances raised by consumers. The proper 
disposal of concerns is regularly monitored and taken up with Commissioners of Food Safety 
of States/UTs through Quarterly Reports, performance review of States/UTs and periodical 
Central Advisory Committee Meetings. Out of 3,920 consumer concerns/grievances raised on 
Food Safety Connect Portal, 2,834 consumer concerns were resolved and 1,086 consumer 
concerns are under different stages of investigation.

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Food Testing and Surveillance
5.1	 Notification of Food Testing Laboratories

5.1.1	 As per Chapter VIII, Section 43 of the Food Safety and Standards Act, 2006, FSSAI is to 
foster an ecosystem for testing of food at food laboratories for compliance with the 
food safety standards.

5.1.2	 As an integral part of the food regulatory set up, the food testing ecosystem has to 
serve the following major functions:

	 Analyze and test foods/food commodities (domestic as well as imported) against 
the prescribed quality and safety parameters and enable enforcement of food 
laws/regulations.

	 Assist in market surveillance activities to ensure that the food products being 
sold are standardized and are sold in compliance of the standards prescribed.

	 Be a part of the risk assessment framework including those during food related 
incidences and in turn aid in development of food standards or guidance 
documents.

	 Be an integral part of the network to harmonize, develop or validate testing 
methods.

	 Create awareness about food testing and food standards, especially among the 
consumers. 

 	 The food testing laboratories can be used by the regulators, consumers and food 
business operators to ensure compliance of food laws at all levels.

5.1.3	 As per Section 43 (1) of FSS Act, 2006, the Food Authority may notify food laboratories 
and research institutions accredited by National Accreditation Board for Testing and 
Calibration Laboratories or any other accreditation agency for the purpose of carrying 
out analysis of samples by the Food Analysts under the Act.

5.1.4	 As per Section 43 (2) of FSS Act, 2006, the Food Authority shall, establish or recognize 
by notification, one or more referral food laboratory or laboratories to carry out 
the functions entrusted to the referral food laboratory by the Act or any rules and 
regulations made thereunder.

Chapter-5
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5.1.5	 In exercise of the powers conferred by clause (e) of sub-section (2) of Section 16 read 
with Section 43 of the said Act, the Food Safety and Standards Authority of India has 
notified the Food Safety and Standards (Recognition and Notification of Laboratories) 
Regulations, 2018 in November, 2018. The ibid Regulations cover all the procedural 
requirements for the recognition and notification for laboratories such as types of 
laboratories, criteria for recognition and notification, renewal, audit & investigation, 
obligations of the laboratories, suspension, de-recognition, audits, etc.

5.1.6	 In order to foster ease of doing business, to bring about transparency, and to have a 
proper system for reviewing and monitoring the activities of food laboratories on a 
single platform and thereby improving the quality of food testing in the country, the 
Food Authority is now recognizing food laboratories only through the unified approach 
of laboratory accreditation/recognition/ approval system of National Accreditation 
Board for Testing and Calibration Laboratories (NABL), which also has other regulators 
viz. Export Inspection Council (EIC), The Agricultural and Processed Food Products 
Export Development Authority (APEDA), Tea Board and Indian Oilseed and Produce 
Export Promotion Council (IOPEPC).

5.1.7	 The State Food Testing Laboratories (SFTLs) which were present during the erstwhile 
Prevention of Food Adulteration Act (PFA) regime continued under transition provision 
of Section 98 of FSS Act, 2006 for more than 10 years mostly without having NABL 
accreditation which is the primary criteria to be a food laboratory under FSS Act, 
2006. However, despite the repeated requests and reminders, some of the States/UTs 
had not initiated the process for obtaining NABL accreditation. Therefore, 39 SFTLs 
were discontinued from the ambit of Section 98 of FSS Act, 2006, with effect from 
18th December, 2020 with the observations that the labs will be re-instated as and 
when they obtain NABL accreditation. Out of the 39 SFTLs, 14 SFTLs obtained NABL 
accreditation during this period and were notified under Section 43(1) of FSS Act, 2006 
as per list at Table-16.

5.1.8 	 Apart from the above, 29 other laboratories were also notified as food testing 
laboratories during 2021-22 u/s 43 (1) of FSS Act, 2006 for primary testing of food 
samples as per list at Table-17. 

5.1.9 	 Further, National food Laboratory, Navi Mumbai has also been notified as a Referral 
Laboratory under Section 43 (2) of FSS Act, 2006.

5.1.10	As on 31st March, 2022, the Food Authority has a network of 227 laboratories for primary 
testing, recognized & notified under Section 43(1) of FSS Act, 2006 and 20 laboratories 
for appellate (Referral) testing recognized & notified under Section 43(2) of FSS Act 
2006. The sector-wise composition of all the laboratories recognized and notified by 
FSSAI is at Table-18. 
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5.1.11	State-wise number of FSSAI notified laboratories, State/Public Food Laboratories, 
Referral laboratories is at Table-19. 

5.2	 Food laboratories under the direct control of Food Authority

5.2.1 	 Three out of the 20 Referral laboratories are under the direct control of FSSAI viz., 
National Food Laboratory-Ghaziabad (NFL-G), National Food Laboratory-Kolkata (NFL-K) 
and National Food Laboratory, JNPT, Navi Mumbai (NFL-JNPT). NFL-G and NFL (JNPT) 
have been developed as state-of-the-art model food testing laboratory on public-
private-partnership (PPP) mode. Likewise, NFL-K is also being renovated and upgraded 
as state-of-the-art model food laboratory. FSSAI is also coming up with one more 
National Food Laboratory soon, at Chennai Port Trust (CPT), Chennai in PPP mode. 
Private Partners at NFLs JNPT and CPT are responsible for meeting all the capital and 
operational expenses for running the labs on revenue sharing basis.

5.2.2 	 National Food Laboratory, Ghaziabad 

	 The National Food Laboratory, Ghaziabad (NFL), earlier known as Food Research & 
Standardization Laboratory (FRSL), was established in December 1971. The laboratory 
was functioning under the Directorate General of Health Services (DGHS) under the 
Ministry of Health and Family Welfare till 2011. Thereafter, it came under the jurisdiction 
of Food Safety & Standards Authority of India (FSSAI). The Laboratory was renovated and 
operationalized under a unique Public-Private-Partnership (PPP Model).The Laboratory 
was renamed to “National Food Laboratory, Ghaziabad” on 10th September, 2018. NFL is 
an NABL accredited Laboratory in the field of both chemical and biological food testing 
covering a total 1965 parameters in its scope of accreditation. The laboratory has end-
to-end most of the analytical capability to test any food samples for compliance as 
per FSS Act and Rules/Regulations. It also houses state-of-the-art collaborative training 
centers viz., Food Safety Solution Centre (FSSC) and Centre for Microbiological Analysis 
Training (C-MAT). NFL Ghaziabad is functioning as Primary as well as Referral Food 
Laboratory under the Food Safety and Standards Act 2006. Apart from testing the 
samples, NFL-G also undertakes Research and Development work for standardisation 
of testing methods for food products and food additives. It also conducts training 
programmes for food regulatory staff of the various States and UTs in the area of food 
adulteration monitoring, food safety and food analysis. NFL has validated 33 methods 
for analysing the Food Adulteration in different matrices. NFL has also analysed a total 
1564 legal and surveillance samples, along with the commercial samples in the financial 
year 2021-22.

5.2.3	 National Food Laboratory, Kolkata 

	 National Food Laboratory, Kolkata (NFL), formerly known as Central Food Laboratory, 
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was established in June, 1955 as first Food laboratory under the provision of Prevention 
of Food Adulteration Act,1954 and PFA Rules, 1955. The laboratory was functioning 
under the Directorate General of Health Services (DGHS) under the Ministry of Health 
and Family Welfare till 2009. Thereafter, it came under the jurisdiction of Food Safety 
& Standards Authority of India (FSSAI). National Food Laboratory (NFL), Kolkata is 
functioning as Primary as well as Referral Food Laboratory under the Food Safety and 
Standards Act 2006. The laboratory has a Quality Management System in place and is 
accredited by NABL in compliance to ISO/IEC 17025:2017. Apart from routine analysis of 
referral samples as a Referral laboratory, it is also analyzing samples of imported food 
products, surveillance food samples, and food samples received from other government 
agencies. NFL also imparts training to Food Analysts, Food Safety Officers etc. 

5.2.4 	 National Food Laboratory, Navi Mumbai 

	 The National Food Laboratory, Navi Mumbai, which is situated in JNPT Township Sheva, 
Navi Mumbai has started functioning in January, 2022 in PPP mode with Vimta Labs 
Limited. This laboratory is accredited by NABL in the field of both chemical & biological 
food testing. This laboratory is having facilities for testing of chemical, nutritional 
and microbiological aspect of food analysis. This laboratory is also having high end 
equipments like LC-MS, ICP-MS, AAS, GC-MS, HPLC, FTIR to test the food samples 
in almost all matrices for both chemical and biological disciplines. NFL is analysing 
approximately 2000 samples per month. This laboratory is functioning under PPP 
model in revenue sharing basis with Vimta Labs Limited with strength of 52 trained 
and qualified technical and administrative staff along with the support staff. 

5.3	 National Reference Laboratory

5.3.1	 As per Regulation 3 of Food Safety and Standards (Recognition and Notification of 
Laboratories) Regulations, 2018, the Food Authority may recognize any notified food 
laboratory or Referral food laboratory as National Reference Laboratory (NRL) for the 
purpose of developing methods of testing, validation, proficiency testing and Training. 
Under the said regulation, FSSAI recognized 12 notified food laboratories as NRLs and 
2 notified Food Laboratories as ANRLs in 2019 for a period of 3 years. A list of notified 
NRLs/ANRLs is at Table-20. During the financial year 2021-22, a sum of ₹ 79 lakh was 
released to 6 NRLs as below:

5.4	 Indian Food Laboratory Network (InFoLNet)

5.4.1	 The Indian food laboratory network (InFoLNet) is an online network of labs connected 
to a centralized system called Lab Management System (LMS). FSSAI has revamped its 
existing online platform and come up with a new version i.e. InFoLNet 2.0 with added 
features for easy reporting process and to get uniform test reports. 

5.4.2	 New platform have features such as alert system for NABL validity expiry, option to 
upload photographs of sample received, generation of digitally signed report, upload 
surveillance reports etc. It also has a provision for integration of InFoLNet to other FSSAI 
core IT systems, such as FICS (Food Import Clearance system), FoSCoRIS (Food Safety 
Compliance through Regular Inspections and Sampling), etc.

5.4.3	 Currently, all the existing and newly notified laboratories have updated their profile on 
INFoLNeT 2.0 w.r.t manpower, NABL validity, scope of accreditation, basic details of the 
laboratory, equipment etc. Laboratories have also started generating and uploading the 
reports online on InFoLNet 2.0 portal. The process of integration of InFoLNet 2.0 with 
other IT system of FSSAI is under process and will be completed soon.

5.5	 Standardization of method for analysis of fortificants in fortified rice

5.5.1	 In reference to the Hon’ble PM’s directive on mandatory fortification of rice to be 
supplied through PDS and other food security schemes of the Government by March, 
2024, it becomes important to have a robust and large network of the Food Testing Labs 
that can be put in place for reliable and consistent testing of all the three fortificants, 
viz., Iron, Folic acid and Vitamin B12 as the quantum of fortified rice being supplied 
through the PDS itself would be in the range of about 20 Million Tonnes every year.
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5.5.2	 In order to have a uniform and standardized method for testing of fortificants in 
fortified rice across the country, FSSAI assigned the work of standardization of testing 
method of analysis of fortificants in fortified rice to one of the National Reference 
Laboratories of FSSAI i.e Edward Food Research & Analysis Centre Limited (EFRAC), 
Kolkata. Subsequently, to transfer the method standardized by EFRAC and initiate the 
process of method verification and Proficiency testing, FSSAI has identified 90 Labs 
(Private and Government) for participation in the programme based on the readiness 
of the laboratories on the method standardized by EFRAC. 

5.5.3	 In the first phase, 55 labs have been included and till date successful completion of 
method verification and Proficiency Testing (PT) is achieved by 30 labs. Remaining labs 
are under different stages of the program and will successfully complete the activities 
soon. This exercise will continue in phases and 90 labs are expected to be on-board for 
successful completion of Proficiency Testing Program by Dec., 2022. The standardized 
method will also be incorporated in the FSSAI Manual of Methods at the earliest.

5.6	 Laboratory rating matrix 

5.6.1	 In order to motivate the laboratories to maintain high standards of testing the quality 
and efficiency of testing, FSSAI is planning to rate the FSSAI notified food testing 
laboratories under FSS, Act 2006 in accordance to their performance and output. The 
lab rating by FSSAI will also boost the confidence of State Authorities, FBOs and other 
stakeholders on the testing competency of the laboratory and credibility of test results.

5.6.2	 In this regard, a committee constituted by FSSAI, after detailed deliberation, decided 
to develop two different rating matrices for notified State Food Testing Laboratories 
and other notified laboratories. The draft matrices , which are under process, take into 
account various parameters, such as availability of infrastructure, testing capabilities, 
manpower availability, active participation in INFolNET, PTs, inter laboratory comparison, 
surveillance, availability and utilization of high-end equipment, attendance in different 
training programmes, etc. 

5.7 	 Gap Analysis of State Food Testing Laboratories (SFTLs)

	 FSSAI has conducted Gap Analysis of 76 State Food Testing Laboratories (SFTLs) and 2 FSSAI 
owned National Food Testing laboratories through independent experts with an objective to 
strengthen State Food testing Laboratories in India. The report of GAP Analysis reviewed the 
infrastructure, equipment status, and manpower availability, availability of Certified Reference 
Materials (CRMs) and consumables and NABL scope of food testing laboratories. Based on the 
key findings, the issues are being addressed by granting funds to SFTLs under specific heads 
under the MoUs being signed with States/UTs.
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5.8	  Strengthening of the Food Testing System in the Country 

5.8.1	 A Central Sector Scheme for “Strengthening of the Food Testing System in the Country 
including provision for Mobile Food Testing Laboratories” was approved by the Ministry 
of Health and Family Welfare with an outlay of ₹ 481.95 Crore (₹400.40 Crore– Non-
recurring, ₹ 81.55 Crore– Recurring) on 31st August, 2016 for a period of 3 years. The 
Govt. has further extended the Scheme till 2022-23 with few additional components 
and a revised financial outlay. 

5.8.2	 The details of important components and status of implementation of the Central 
Sector Scheme is given below:

	 (A) 	 Strengthening of State Food Testing laboratories

	 Under this component of the Scheme, 43 State Food Testing Laboratories (SFTLs) were 
required to be strengthened at an estimated cost of more than ₹ 12 Crore per SFTL, 
subject to the readiness of the State/UT Governments. This cost included ₹ 50 Lakh 
towards creation/renovation of physical infrastructure for installation of three high-end 
equipment (HEEs) viz. GC-MSMS, ICPMS and LC-MSMS, ₹ 8.50 Crore for procurement of 
HEEs (including 7 years’ manpower and 5 years’ CAMC), ₹ 60 lakhs towards consumables 
and contingencies and ₹ 3.00 Crore for setting up of a microbiology laboratory. As on 
31st March, 2022, 41 SFTLs in 30 States/UTs have been taken up for strengthening 
with total released grant of ₹ 327.02 Crore (excluding FSW). During 2021-22, a grant 
of ₹12.54 Crore was released as per details in Table-21.

	 (B) 	 Strengthening of Referral Food Testing Laboratories

	 The estimated grant for upgradation of each referral laboratory for bridging the gap 
in the existing and required test facilities as per FSSRs is ₹ 3 Crore for procurement 
of advanced equipment. As on 2021-22, 13 Referral Laboratories have been taken up 
for strengthening under the Scheme with total grant of ₹ 33.18 Crore, of which ₹5.53 
Crore was released in 2021-22 as per details below:

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	 (C) 	 Support for Mobile Food Laboratories

(i)	 Under the Scheme, Mobile Food Testing Laboratories (MFTL), referred to as Food 
Safety on Wheels (FSW), are being provided in States/UTs across the country. 
This scheme not only addresses the issues regarding lack of food testing 
infrastructure in the remote areas but also catering to the basic analytical 
needs of consumers. Towards scaling up of food testing, awareness and capacity 
building as per the vision document, a new version of FSW called modified FSW 
has been designed. A fully fabricated modified FSW (along with equipment, a 
few hand-held devices/rapid kits and microbiological testing) costing ~₹37 lakhs 
(apprx.), excluding GST, is being provided to States/UTs. Besides, a recurring 
grant of ₹ 10 lakh/year/FSW for three years towards operational expenses is 
also being provided. During the year, 83 more FSWs were provided to States/
UTs. Thus total number of FSW procured and delivered as on 31st March, 2022 is 
173. 97 of these vehicles have been provided under the Central Sector Scheme. 
State-wise distribution of total FSWs is placed at Table-22.

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	 (D) 	 Capacity Building of Food Testing Laboratories

(i)	 Capacity Building is a process of developing and strengthening the skills, 
instincts, abilities, processes and resources that are essential components of 
strengthening and up-gradation of food testing laboratories in the country. The 
ultimate objective of this activity is to ensure that all the state food testing 
laboratories obtain and maintain NABL accreditation and are brought on par 
with the best laboratories in the Country. All the FSSAI Notified Laboratories, 
State Food Laboratories and Referral Laboratories are eligible to participate 
in this initiative. In order to establish an effective and qualified network of 
Food Analysts in the country, more participation is encouraged from Notified 
Laboratories and State Food Laboratories so that all such laboratories obtain, 
improve, and retain the skills, knowledge and expertise needed to do their jobs 
efficiently and with an enhanced capability.

	 Physical Training Programs

(ii)	 During the period i.e. April, 2021 to March, 2022, a total of 5 physical training 
programs were organized especially for the personnel from State Food Testing 
Laboratories. These training programs were conducted at various Government 
Institutes and Laboratories. 45 state laboratory personnel attended these 
training programs. 

	 Online Training Programs

(iii)	 In all, 197 Online training programs and certificate courses were also organized by 
FSSAI in co-ordination with its three training centres viz. (i) Food Safety Solution 
Centre (FSSC), (ii) Centre for Microbiological Analysis Training (C-MAT) both 
situated at National Food Laboratory Ghaziabad and (iii) International Training 
Centre on Food Safety and Applied Nutrition (ITC–FSAN), Mumbai. Apart from 
these, National Reference laboratory i.e. NDDB, Anand, Gujarat also conducted 
online training programs in March, 2022. Approximately 13,899 participants 
from States/UTs, FSSAI Notified laboratories and other laboratories, Food Safety 
Officers of various States/ UTs, Central Food Safety Officers, Consumers, Food 
Business Operators, Students, Navy catering staff of INS Hamla etc. attended 
these training programs. 

(iv)	 The main objective of training programs is to impart knowledge about 
analytical techniques used in the testing of various parameters such as safety 
aspects, nutritional aspects, and proximate composition of Food. The proximate 
composition of food include moisture, ash, lipid, protein and carbohydrate content 
while the safety parameters include analysis of mycotoxins, pesticides residues 
and metal contaminants/heavy metals in various food commodities using High 
End Equipment (HEE) so as to enhance the skills of laboratory personnel. 
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(v)	 Broadly, the trainings included topics like Laboratory Skills in Microbiology; 
Handling of common Microbiological Lab Equipment & Calibration; sterilization; 
handling a pathogen contamination situation in the food production environment; 
anaerobic culturing applications etc. Trainings were also given on general topics 
such as COVID safety guidelines for Nutraceuticals and Health Supplements 
Industries, revolutionizing the food testing scenario in India with Rapid Test 
Kits, Quality Tools used in food analysis, regulatory procedure for sampling and 
analysis under FSS Act, 2006 & FSS Rules, 2011 etc. 

	 Training Calendar

(vi)	 For the first time, a training calendar (January, 2022 to June, 2022) for conducting 
hands-on-training programmes was developed and uploaded on FSSAI website 
to cater to the need of training requirements of laboratory personnel working 
in State Food Testing Laboratories across the country as well as to keep them 
updated with the upcoming training programmes on various topics.

5.9 	 Food Safety Magic Box

	 FSSAI has developed a small sized, light weight portable box called Food Safety Magic Box 
(FSMB) containing a few basic chemicals, small instruments and safety gadgets. It is a Do-it-
yourself food safety testing kit and aims to be a pedagogical tool to educate school and college 
students, Anganwadi trainers, ASHA workers etc in rapid testing of adulterants in different 
food product categories. It also has a companion guidance book that illustrates testing across 
various food products in a very simple way through pictures. It can perform more than 100 
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easy tests to determine adulterants like water, urea, detergents, starch, pulverised soap etc. 
in milk; starch and artificial colours in spices and condiments; mineral acid in beverages, 
adulteration in sugar and honey. FSSAI conducted public demonstration of Magic Box during 
India International Trade Fair at Pragati Maidan held from 14-27th November 2021 to sensitize 
general masses towards food adulteration, particularly aiming school going children who can 
perform various science based tests at home to check adulteration.

5.10 	 Implementation of Sample Management System in States/UTs at district level

	 FSSAI has provided Portable Chill Boxes, Backpack-style Sampling Bags, Vehicle Mountable 
Cold-chain enabled Boxes, Deep Freezers and normal storage cabinets to Food Safety Officers 
and Designated Officers of 30 States/UTs to create an effective network of Sample Management 
System (SMS) with cold chain facilities across India so as to prevent the deterioration of samples 
during transport and storage.

5.11 	 Food Analyst Examination (FAE)/Junior Analyst Examination (JAE)

5.11.1	7th Food Analyst Examination (FAE)

	 FSSAI regularly conducts Food Analyst Examinations (FAE) to increase the pool of 
qualified Food Analysts and to augment human resource requirement of the primary 
and referral laboratories. Theory paper of 7th FAE was held on 30th July, 2021 at 16 
Centers where a total of 521 candidates appeared. On the results of this examination, 68 
candidates were found eligible for appearing in practical examination. Five candidates 
who had cleared 1st/2nd/3rd Junior Analyst Examination were also considered eligible 
for appearing in practical examination. The practical examinations will be conducted 
in near future.

5.11.2	 4th Junior Analyst Examination (JAE)

	 Keeping in view of the scarcity of food testing personnel and to encourage the fresh

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post-graduates to have future job prospects in food industry/ food testing laboratories 
and take up Food Analysis as a profession after acquiring required analytical experience, 
JAE are also being conducted along with the regular Food Analyst Examination. 4th 

JAE was conducted simultaneously with 7th FAE through online mode. A total of 569 
candidates appeared for JAE of which 96 candidates were declared as qualified Junior 
Analysts. These candidates, upon acquiring three-year experience in the analysis of 
food, will be eligible for appearing directly in the practical examination for Food Analyst 
Examination.

5.12	 Notification of Food Analysts

	 FSSAI has notified 140 Food Analysts in 95 FSSAI notified laboratories under Section 45 of FSS 
Act, 2006 for the purposes of performing functions under the Act and Rules & Regulations 
framed thereunder with All India Jurisdiction. 

5.13 	 Surveillance Activities

5.13.1	Trans Fatty Acid Survey, 2021

5.13.1.1	Food Safety and Standards Authority of India (FSSAI) had decided to reduce the limit 
of industrially produced trans-fats, to not more than 2% to make the country free from 
the industrially produced trans- fats by 2022. FSSAI conducted the PAN-India Trans Fatty 
Acid Survey-2021 during 29th June - 2nd July, 2021 to understand the ground realities of 
the Indian food markets from varied socio-economic neighbourhoods and the selected 
cities across the nation.

5.13.1.2	In all, 6,245 samples were collected from 419 cities/districts across 34 States/UTs. 
Samples of packaged products were collected from stores/hypermarkets/grocery shops 
on a random basis to ensure diverse and local packaged food sampling from different 
strata of food markets under six pre-defined food categories (number of samples given 
against each product category) mentioned below:

	 •	 Category 1-Sweets, Toppings and Chocolates: 1,051

	 •	 Category 2-Fried Foods: 1,061

	 •	 Category 3-Bakery and Confectionary products: 1,072

	 •	 Category 4-Frozen Foods: 973

	 •	 Category 5-Composite Foods: 1,019

	 •	 Category 6-Oils, Vanaspati, Shortenings and Margarine: 1,069

5.13.1.3	The samples collected were tested by 8 NABL accredited labs. The trans-fat content 
was determined based on the sum of Trans Fatty Acid (TFA) isomers, i.e. Elaidate and 
Linoelaidioate, and calculated in terms of fat content in the processed food samples. 
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All the 6,245 samples were analysed for trans-fat, while 3,142 samples were analysed 
for total acrylamide content.

5.13.1.4	Key findings of the Trans Fatty Acid Survey -2021

•	 Except category 6, which comprises of Oils, Vanaspati, Shortenings & Margarine, 
the trans-fat content of more than 2% was found only in 0.4% samples out of 
the total of 5,176 samples analyzed across all the five product categories, while 
0.15% samples contained more than 3% trans-fat across products in these five 
categories.

•	 In the category 6 comprising of Oils, Vanaspati, Shortenings and Margarine, 9.4% 
samples had trans-fat content of more than 2% and 7.1% samples had trans-fat 
content of more than 3%.

•	 Ghee and Vanaspati samples accounted for most of the category 6 samples 
having more than 2% trans-fat content, while about 2% of oil samples analyzed 
in this study had trans-fat content of more than 2%.

•	 Many Ghee and Vanaspati samples picked up from Maharashtra, Rajasthan, Tamil 
Nadu, Uttar Pradesh, Jharkhand, Gujarat, Chhattisgarh, Haryana, Bihar, Karnataka, 
Assam, Punjab, Telangana, Andhra Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Nagaland, Sikkim 
had trans-fat content of more than 2%.

•	 About 22% samples out of the 3,142 samples analyzed across the three different 
product categories (Categories 2, 3 and 5) had more than 0.1 ppm of acrylamide 
content, while about 3% of the samples had more than 1ppm acrylamide 
content.

	 5.13.2	PAN-India Jaggery and Spice Surveillance

	 National-level Surveys aid in generation of data and opening avenues for regulatory 
action, standard setting, besides facilitating risk assessment and policy intervention. 
FSSAI conducted two PAN-India surveillance activities, one on Jaggery (3060 samples 
collected) in February, 2022 and another on selected Spices (3582 samples lifted) in 
March, 2022. The surveillance was carried out in select 250 cities/districts from 36 
States/UTs. Out of the selected cities/districts, 50 cities/districts were finalized based on 
increased population and 20 cities/districts were selected based on the production of the 
selected commodity and the 180 cities/locations were randomly selected representing 
each zone of the Country. The results & findings will be available in the public domain 
after the completion of the analysis and compilation of the data & reports. The report 
will also be shared with States/UTs for taking regulatory sampling activities in case of 
non-conformance and with the concerned Ministries and Departments so that a proper 
action plan could be prepared.
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	 5.12.3	Desktop Surveys conducted in the year 2019-2021

	 5.13.3.1	Desktop Survey on Pesticide residues in food 

	 FSSAI collated the pesticide residue testing data of various food commodities obtained 
from different FSSAI notified food testing laboratories across the country for the 
period January, 2019 to December, 2020. The purpose of this task was to determine 
the compliance status of permitted pesticides with respect to maximum residue levels 
(MRLs) specified by FSSAI and also to identify the food commodities where banned and 
off label pesticides are being used in violation of Food Safety and Standards Regulations 
(FSSR) 2011. The key outcomes of the survey are as follows:

•	 Total 7,15,624 pesticides residue data was received from 40 FSSAI notified 
labs (private, referrals, state labs etc.). Out of this, 7,05,906 (98.6%) pesticides 
data were found compliant and 9,718 pesticide data (1.35%) was found non-
compliant with respect to the maximum limits permitted under FSSAI.

•	 The major non-compliance was observed in the food samples tested in labs 
situated at Kerala, Karnataka, Maharashtra and Haryana in samples belonging 
to spices and condiments followed by fruits and vegetables, cereals and cereal 
product and beverages.

•	 Presence of banned pesticides was found in samples tested in labs situated in 
various States, mainly in samples of rice followed by cumin, water, fish and tea.

•	 The use of off label pesticides was found maximum in cumin followed by chilli 
powder/whole, turmeric powder, raisins from various States/UTs.

	 5.13.3.2	Desktop Survey on Heavy metals in food (year 2019-2021) 

	 In this desktop survey for the Heavy Metals, testing data of various food commodities was 
obtained from different FSSAI notified food testing laboratories across the country for the 
period January, 2019 to December, 2021. The purpose of this survey was to determine the 
overall compliance status of heavy metals prescribed under Food Safety and Standards 
(Contaminants, Toxins and Residues) Regulations, 2011 for different food products; to 
identify the heavy metals found above regulatory limits; to identify list of high risk food 
products/ categories out of non-compliant samples; and metal-wise non-compliance in 
different regions of India. The key outcomes of the survey are as follows:

•	 Heavy metal testing data of total 1,69,319 samples (consisting of 9,21,631 data 
points) were received from 57 FSSAI notified labs (private, referrals, state labs 
etc.). Out of this, 1,389 samples (0.82%) (consisting of approx. 1853 data points) 
were found having heavy metal content above the maximum limit permitted 
under above mentioned FSS Regulations, 2011.
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•	 Out of non-conforming samples, major non-compliance was observed for 
lead (37.6%) followed by arsenic (17.7%), and cadmium (10.0%) in different 
food products tested across India. The maximum heavy metal non-compliance 
was found in the food products such as packaged drinking water followed by 
turmeric, milk powder, pulses & legumes, mustard oil, sugar and fish.

	 The above findings were shared with the relevant stakeholders such as State 
Food Commissioners, Industry Associations, and Ministries etc.

5.14 	 Rapid Analytical Food Testing (RAFT) Kit/Equipment/Method

5.14.1	Regulation 2.4 of Food Safety and Standards (Laboratory and Sample Analysis) First 
Amendment Regulations, 2020 mandates FSSAI to approve Rapid Analytical Food 
testing Kit, Equipment or Method. The purpose is to facilitate carrying out on-the-spot 
field testing by Food Safety Officers (FSOs) or Mobile Testing Labs or to improve speed 
and reduce testing costs in food laboratories. 

5.14.2	During the year 2021-22, 19 such applications were scrutinized out of which 10 were 
finally approved, 05 were not recommended and 04 were withdrawn by applicants. 
Since the inception of RAFT Scheme in 2019, a total of 136 applications have been 
scrutinized of which 75 were finally approval, 53 were rejected and 07 were withdrawn. 
The complete information related to RAFT Scheme is available on the website of FSSAI 
at link: https://fssai.gov.in/cms/raft.php. 

5.15 	 FSSAI – AOAC (India Section) Proficiency Testing (PT) Program 2021

5.15.1	FSSAI focuses on continuous improvement in the performance of notified laboratories. 
In order to achieve quality assurance, under clause 9(1)(i) of FSS (Recognition and 
Notification of Labs) Regulations, 2018, a laboratory is required to assess its performance 
and technical competence of its personnel through participation in Proficiency Testing 
(PT) Scheme conducted by independent and competent Proficiency Testing Provider 
(PTP). FSSAI and AOAC (India Section) through an independent ISO/IEC 17043:2010 
accredited PT Provider conducted five PT programs in the year 2021 for FSSAI 
recognized food testing Laboratories including State Food Testing Laboratories. These 
PT Programs covered basic parameters, metal contaminants, vitamins, mycotoxins and 
pesticide residues.

5.15.2	Outcome of the PT Programs

	 In all, 132 laboratories participated in PT program for basic parameters, 103 laboratories 
for metal contaminants, 69 laboratories for vitamins, 101 laboratories for mycotoxins, 
107 for pesticide residues. The performance of laboratories was found satisfactory in 
these PT programs.
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5.16 	 Standard Specifications for setting up of a Basic Food Testing Laboratory

	 The document titled “Standard Specifications for setting up of a Basic Food Testing Laboratory” 
was released by Hon’ble Union Health Minister Dr. Mansukh Mandaviya on 20th Sep., 2021. 
This document comprises of the basic requirements of a laboratory set-up, organization 
structure, manpower requirement with desirable qualification, building design and layout, 
equipment requirement with technical specification, personnel safety, and financial autonomy 
to laboratories, etc. The objective of this document is to strengthen the food testing laboratory 
network to ensure food safety and quality assurance. Theses specifications will lead to the Good 
Laboratory Practices (GLP) and enhance the accuracy of the testing result of, the laboratories. It 
acts as a guidance document for setting up a basic food laboratory to support the regulatory 
compliance system of the food Safety and Standards Act, 2006. 

5.17	 Revision of Testing Fees of Food Samples

5.17.1	In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-clause (3) of clause 2.3.1 of the Food Safety 
and Standards (Laboratory and Sample Analysis) Regulations, 2011, FSSAI has revised 
the testing charges with the approval of the Food Authority. The revised charges 
are uniformly applicable for both domestic and import samples with effect from  
1st December, 2021.

5.17.2	The revision in the testing charges was based on the recommendations of the testing 
fee committee which took a holistic view on the capacity utilization of equipment, 
infrastructural costs, operational expenses, parameters to be analyzed for each product 
category etc. Therefore, in order to rationalize the testing fee structure, testing fee 
committee recommended revision of rates along with the differential testing charges 
ranging from ₹ 6,000 to ₹19,500 for different product categories, which were finalized 
after due consultation with States/ UTs as well as other stakeholders.

6.1	 Regulatory framework

6.1.1 	 Regulation of import of food products is one of the mandates of Food Authority 
prescribed under Section 25 of the Food Safety and Standards (FSS) Act 2006. According 
to it, no person shall import into India any article of food in contravention of the 
Act or any rules and regulations made thereunder. There is requirement of import 
license for importing any food product. As per FSS Act, the Central Government shall, 
while prohibiting, restricting or otherwise regulating import of articles of food under 
the Foreign Trade (Development and Regulation) Act, 1992 (22 of 1992), follow the 
standards laid down by the Food Authority under the provisions of the Act and Rules 
and regulations made thereunder.

6.1.2 	 For regulating the imported food products into India, Food Authority had notified the 
FSS (Import) Regulations, 2017 on 9th March, 2017, wherein complete procedure of 
food import has been encapsulated, thus making the food import clearance easier to 
comprehend. 

6.2	 Points of Entry

	 To ensure the safety of imported food products, FSSAI has notified Authorised Officers (AO) 
at total 156 food import entry points [Airports/Ports/Inland Container Depots(ICDs)/Special 
Economic Zones(SEZs)/Land Customs Stations(LCSs)]. The officials at these Airports/ Ports/ICD/
SEZ/LCS have been notified by FSSAI as Authorised Officer under Section 25, read with Section 
47(5), of FSS Act 2006 and Regulation 13(1) of FSS (Import) Regulations, 2017. Also, FSSAI has 
its own Authorized officers present at 13 locations, namely- Chennai, Kolkata, Mumbai, JNPT 
(Navi Mumbai), Delhi, Kochi, Tuticorin, Krishnapatnam, Mundra, Kandla, Bengaluru, Hyderabad 
& Vishakhapatnam covering 56 points of entry (PoEs). At another 100 points of entry, Customs 
Officers have been notified as Authorised Officer. 

6.3 	 Risk Management System 

6.3.1 	 The Food Import Clearance System (FICS) of FSSAI is an online system which is integrated 
with the Customs ICE-GATE (Indian Customs Electronic Commerce/Electronic Data 
interchange (EC/EDI) Gateway) under SWIFT (Single Window Interface for Facilitating 
Trade). The FSS (Import) Regulations, 2017 provides for selective sampling & testing of 
food articles on the basis of risk profiles which is assessed on a combination of factors 
and, accordingly, FSSAI has set the parameters for RMS to be applicable in Food Items.

Chapter-6
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6.3.2 	 The Risk Management System (RMS) has already been implemented by the Customs 
through Custom’s ICEGATE in consultation with FSSAI based on certain criteria like 
risk category of the food items, compliance history of the importers and country of 
origin etc. In case of import of high risk food items from the same country of origin 
and by the same importer, 100% sampling and testing is done for first five commercial 
consignments. If all the samples are in conformance to the standards laid down under 
FSS Regulations, then 25% sampling is done for next 20 consignments. If the samples 
are cleared in all the cases, 5% sampling is done in all subsequent consignments. In 
case of sample failure at any stage, the complete history of the importer becomes zero 
and the consignments are then again subjected to 100% sampling and testing.

6.3.3 	 In case of import of low risk food items from the same country of origin and by the same 
importer, 100% sampling and testing is done for first five commercial consignments. If 
all the samples are in conformance to the standards laid down under FSS Regulations, 
then 5% sampling is done for all subsequent consignments. In case of sample failure at 
any stage, the complete history of the importer becomes zero and the consignments 
are then again subjected to 100% sampling and testing.

6.4	 Clearance process under FICS

 	 The Food Import Clearance System (FICS) of FSSAI is a paperless process wherein the Food 
Importer/CHA, upon arrival of the imported food articles at the point of entry and after 
receiving examination order from the Customs Authorities concerned, files an Integrated 
Declaration form as specified by the Customs and the form is forwarded in FICS. Importer also 
uploads mandatory documents (Ingredient List, Specimen copy of label, End Use Declaration, 
Bill of Entry, Country of Origin Certificate, FSSAI License) and other essential documents in FICS. 
Any communication with Importer/CHA with regard to these documents takes place online. 
All the documents submitted by the Importer/CHA are scrutinized by FSSAI’s Authorised 
Officer and visual inspection, sampling and testing is done in order to determine whether 
the imported food products conform to the safety and quality standards established and laid 
down under various Food Safety and Standards Regulations. If sample is found conforming, No 
Objection Certificate (NOC) is generated while in case of non-conformance Non-Conforming 
Report (NCR) is generated. NOC or NCR, as the case may be, is transmitted to the Customs 
online for further action. Copy is also endorsed in Importer bin. 

6.5	 Food Import Trade summary

6.5.1 	 As per data available in Food Import Clearance System (FICS), during the year 2021-
22, major food categories being imported in India are Oils and Fat; Cereal & Cereal 
Products; Fruits & Vegetables Products; Other Food Products and Ingredients; Spices and 
Condiments; Milk & Milk Products; Food Additives; Alcoholic Beverages; Non-Alcoholic 
Beverages including water; Sweets, Confectionery Products and Sweetening Agents; 
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Health Supplements and Nutraceuticals. Top countries exporting food commodities to 
India in terms of quantity are Indonesia, Malaysia, Myanmar, Ukraine, Tanzania Rep, South 
Africa, Argentina, Thailand, Brazil, Iran, Mozambique, U.S.A, Canada, Egypt and Russia.
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6.5.2 	 The details regarding the number of samples drawn & NOCs issued by FSSAI for the 
period April, 2021 to March, 2022 are at Table-23. A total of 91,694 items containing 
74,12,411.80 Metric Tonne(MT) of imported food products, were handled by FSSAI. 
With regard to NOCs, 89,885 items, weighing 73,57,847.25 MTs of food were issued 
No-objection certificate.

6.6	 Important decisions taken for facilitation of smooth trade during the year 2021-22 

a.	 To facilitate ease of doing business while ensuring the mandate of safe food imports in 
India, FSSAI, has established branch/import offices at new locations namely, Bengaluru, 
Hyderabad and Vishkhapatnam w.e.f. 15th July, 2021. Further, new food import entry 
points pertaining to these locations have been brought under direct control of FSSAI 
from Customs officials. 

b.	 Integration of SEZ Online of NSDL with Food Import Clearance System (FICS) of FSSAI 
has been carried out from 1st September, 2021. The Bill of Entry for food import filed 
at notified SEZ PoEs is now seamlessly transmitted to FSSAI for food import clearance 
purposes.

c.	 Authorised Officers were directed vide Order dated 13th July, 2021 to facilitate and 
carry out food import clearance process on priority without delay for consignments of 
imported pulses and crude oil (edible grade) and if required, scrutiny/visual inspection/
sampling to be carried out on weekends also to expedite the clearance. 

d.	 FSSAI had issued an Order dated 21st November, 2021 notifying Authorised Officers 
at seven additional food import entry points as mentioned in the order. New Food 
Import entry points have been notified at Nashik, Barhi-Sonipat, Golakganj-Assam, 
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Chennai and Haldia. Further, in view of manifold increase in volume of food imports at 
Rewari ICD (Haryana), an Order dated 11th June, 2021 was issued for notification of AO 
(Delhi), FSSAI-NR as Authorised Officer at ICD Rewari (INREA6) for food import clearance 
purpose till further orders, in terms of the provisions contained in Section 47(5) of FSS 
Act, 2006 and Regulation 13 (1) of FSS (Import) Regulation, 2017. Also Orders dated 
31st January, 2022 was issued notifying FSSAI Officials as Authorised Officer at JNPT-
SEZ. With this notification, total number of food import entry points has now increased 
from 150 to 156.

e.	  As the raw cashew nut is not an edible item directly and it is used by cashew processing 
units as raw material, FSSAI vide order dated 27th October, 2017 had allowed the raw 
cashew nut consignment without any detention till such time standards of raw cashew 
nut were notified. Considering significant import of raw cashew nut, it has been decided 
vide Order dated 18th January, 2022 that till such time the standards for raw cashew 
nuts are notified, it may be considered as ‘food not specified’ and standards for the 
same may be adopted. 

f.	 FSSAI issued an Order dated 30th November, 2021 directing Authorised Officers to keep 
a strict vigil and not to issue NOC to products or ingredients containing beef in any 
form in compliance to DGFT Import Policy, 2017 wherein beef and beef products in 
any form are prohibited for imports.

g.	 To further facilitate trade and ease of doing business reforms, FSSAI has decided vide 
directions dated 9th November, 2021, that for the imported consignments of alcoholic 
beverages bottled in origin & in bulk, containing more than 10 percent alcohol which 
does not have an expiry date, the NOC issued as per the FSS (Import) Regulations, 
2017, shall have a validity of 300 days. For consignments lying at ports/Customs area 
beyond 300 days, visual inspection may be carried out for re - validation of NOC on 
payment of visual inspection fee.

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Food Safety Training and Capacity Building

7.1	 Training of Food handlers-Food Safety Training & Certification (FoSTaC)

7.1.1	 Section 16 (3) (h) of FSS Act 2006 mandates FSSAI to provide, whether within or outside 
their area, training programmes in food safety and standards for persons who are or intend 
to get involved in food businesses, whether as food business operators or employees or 
otherwise. In terms of this mandate, FSSAI launched its flagship ‘Food Safety Training 
& Certification’ programme on 17th May, 2017 to train food handlers in the country. It 
is a large scale training programme for food business operators on good hygiene and 
manufacturing practices based on Schedule 4 of Food Safety & Standards (Licensing 
and Registration) Regulations, 2011. There are 19 sector-specific short-period regular 
FoSTaC courses of 4-12 hours duration. The regular courses also have a component of 
Covid-19 guidelines on preventive measures to be adopted by food handlers. Objective 
of this capacity building initiative is to inculcate a culture of self-compliance among the 
FBOs. Upon successful completion of training, food handlers are certified as Food Safety 
Supervisor. They are expected to provide guidance and training to other food handlers 
in the organisation on aspects of good hygiene and manufacturing practices. 

7.1.2 	 The programme started growing organically and till last year i.e. March, 2021, nearly 
five and half lakh food handlers were trained. The trainings are being managed by 
Training Partners and delivered by the trained trainers through online and offline 
mode. Till 31st March, 2022, 262 Training Partners and 2,186 trainers were empanelled 
under the FoSTaC programme. During the year 2021-22, 9,876 Food Safety Supervisor 
trainings were conducted under FoSTaC Programme in which 3,63,677 food handlers 
were trained. Further, 106 trainings of two hour duration exclusively on Covid-19 food 
safety guidelines were also conducted in which 2,233 people participated. 

7.1.3 	 Details of Sector-wise FoSTaC trainings for Food Safety Supervisors held during 2021-22 
are given at Table-24.

7.2 	 Engagement with Ministry of Food Processing Industry (MoFPI)

7.2.1 	 An MoU has been signed with Ministry of Food Processing Industries (MoFPI) on 
01st October, 2021 for implementing the ‘Prime Minister Formalisation of Micro 
Food Processing Enterprises (PMFME) Scheme’ which is a landmark initiative under 
‘Aatm Nirbhar Bharat Abhiyaan’. It has been observed that a major section of micro-
enterprises is involved in food processing. This section is unorganized and has less 
credibility among consumers as it lacks maintenance of proper standards, hygiene, safe 
packaging, penetrating power etc. The scope of this MoU is to build the consumer’s 
trust and subsequently lead to the economic growth of the nation. 

	 7.2.2 	 Under this MoU, there will be two areas of association: -

(a)	 Food Safety Training and Certification Programme (FoSTaC)-Food handlers of 
micro level food processing units will be provided training on Good Hygiene & 
Manufacturing Practices, food testing process and other regulatory requirements 
and post training, the food handlers will be given ‘Food Safety Supervisor’ 
Certificate. Under this project, the training would be provided on the FoSTaC 
course “Basic Manufacturing” with special focus to various sectors. 
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(b) 	 Registration & License of the Micro Enterprises-FSSAI would provide support 
in training of District Resource Persons on application procedure for license 
or registration and other related regulatory provisions which, in turn, would 
support the Micro-enterprises to get the license/registration.

7.2.3	 This MoU will equip the micro level organizations with the knowledge on food safety 
aspects, standards and different regulations which would provide them a comprehensive 
idea about food hygiene and safety.

7.3 	 Training of Regulatory Staff 

7.3.1 	 Clauses 2.1.2 and 2.1.3 of Chapter 2, Food Safety and Standards Rules, 2011 underline the 
need of training for Regulatory personnel such as Food Safety Officers and Designated 
Officers. Considering this mandate, FSSAI devised a Training Policy in 2016. Under this 
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policy, Induction as well as Refresher training is being provided to regulatory officials. 
In addition, Orientation Training is also being provided to Adjudicating Officers. 

7.3.2 	 Following the guidelines laid down in the training policy mentioned above, eight 
training programs were organised and executed through online/offline mode during 
the year 2021-22 in which 535 regulatory officials were trained. The details of these 
programs are at Table-25.

8.1	 About Eat Right India Initiative

8.1.1 	 Safe foods and healthy diets are critical in the context of India’s high burden of food 
borne diseases, under-nutrition, micro-nutrient deficiencies and growing incidence 
of obesity and non-communicable diseases (NCDs) like hypertension, diabetes, heart 
related diseases etc. In view of this and to bring about social and behavioural change, 
FSSAI has launched ‘Eat Right India’ Movement covering a wide spectrum of activities, 
both regulatory and non-regulatory on food safety and nutrition. This movement was 
launched on 10th July, 2018 by engaging with key stakeholders and citizens. This initiative 
aligns with Government’s focus on public health through its three key programmes, 
namely, Swachch Bharat Mission, Ayushman Bharat and Poshan Abhiyaan. The Eat 
Right India movement envisions safe and nourishing food for all Indians produced in 
environmentally sustainable systems. 

8.1.2 	 Apart from regulatory measures, several benchmarking and certification programs 
have been introduced to ensure compliances of food safety and hygiene standards by 
the Food Business Operators, including in unorganised businesses like local dhabas, 
petty food vendors, fruits and vegetable sellers and street food vendors etc. To create 
awareness around the initiative, FSSAI is organising several competitions and outreach 
activities through various mediums. Further, FSSAI is promoting consumption of a 
variety of whole grains ranging from wheat and rice to millets and other indigenous 
grains for better nutrition, keeping the diversity of the population in mind. 

8.1.3 	 Given that various Government Ministries and Departments are related to food, a 
‘Whole of Government Approach’ has been adopted for the initiative. Ministries like 
Agriculture, Food Processing, Science and Technology and Environment have been 
regularly engaged with on a common platform. To complement this, a ‘Whole of 
Society Approach’ has been taken for implementation at the ground level. A network 
of professionals in food and nutrition has been created. Partnering with industry 
associations to connect with food businesses and leveraging the power of social media, 
celebrities, consumer organizations and development agencies to nudge people’s 
choices in the right direction is being done.

Chapter-8
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8.1.4	 FSSAI constituted an Inter-Ministerial Steering Committee to create convergence and 
consensus on various Eat Right India initiatives; monitoring & impact evaluation and 
extending necessary guidance for effective implementation and scaling-up of various 
programmes to be undertaken under the Eat Right India initiative. 

8.2	 Progress in respect of Eat Right benchmarking and certification programmes during the 
year 2021-22 

	 Considerable progress was made in respect of many of the important certification initiatives 
for safe, healthy and sustainable food under Eat Right Initiative as discussed in succeeding 
paragraphs. 

8.2.1	 BHOG (Blissful Hygienic Offering to God)

	 BHOG is an initiative to encourage Places of Worship to ensure the health and 
welfare of the pilgrims, by educating food handlers in the premises and vendors in 
the surrounding area about proper food safety and hygiene. Under this initiative, 
places of worship where offerings are cooked/ handled are identified, audited, and 
basic training is imparted to the food handlers. After successful completion of all the 
steps, the identified place of worship is recognized/ certified. During the year, 527 
places of worship in various States/UTs, including Gujarat, Himachal Pradesh, Jammu 
and Kashmir, Karnataka, Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Meghalaya, Odisha Tamil Nadu, 
Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Chandigarh and Delhi, were certified. 

8.2.2	 Eat Right Campus

	 The ‘Eat Right Campus’ initiative aims to promote safe, healthy and sustainable food in 
campuses such as schools, universities, colleges, workplaces, hospitals, tea estates etc. 
across the country. Benchmarks have been created on four different parameters based 
on which campuses are evaluated and certified as ‘Eat Right Campus’. These parameters 
include food safety measures, steps to ensure provision of healthy and environmentally 
sustainable food and building awareness among the individuals in the campus to make 
the right food choices. During 2021-22, a total of 710 Campuses were certified as ‘Eat 
Right Campus’. Some of the new settings-based environments like Police Stations, Jails 
etc. were covered as part of this initiative. Legislative Assembly of Delhi and UP and 
Indian Navy Ships such as INS Kolkata were also covered.

8.2.3	 Eat Right School

	 Eat Right School program aims at creating awareness about food safety, nutrition & 
hygiene among school children, and through them among the community at large. 
Since, food habits are developed early in life, adequate coverage of food and nutrition 
both in curriculum and extracurricular activities at the school level is essential. A total 
of 5 Schools have been certified under this programme so far.
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8.2.4 	 Clean Street Food Hub

	 A Clean Street Food Hub (CSFH) is defined as a hub or cluster of vendors/shops/stalls 
selling popular street foods or other meals, 80 per cent or more of which represent 
local and regional cuisines and meet the basic hygiene and sanitary requirements 
(excludes fine dining). This initiative aims to upgrade food safety and hygiene in street 
food vending which will in turn build trust among consumers for a safe and hygienic 
local eating experience. Key steps for implementation are identification of potential 
hub, training of food handlers and audit for improvement of gaps. After successful 
completion of all the steps, the identified cluster is certified as “Clean Street Food Hub”. 
A total of 31 street food hubs were certified during the year.

8.2.5	 Clean and Fresh Fruit & Vegetable Market

	 To ensure their continuous availability, local retailers, markets play a vital role in the 
sale and distribution of these highly perishable foods in less time. FSSAI has developed 
the framework for “Clean and Fresh Fruits & Vegetables Market”. The initiative includes 
pre- audit of fruits and vegetable markets and its vendors jointly by State FDA and 
FSSAI empanelled auditing agency for gap analysis followed by training, handholding, 
final audit, and certification of market at later stages. In 2021-22, a total of 13 such 
markets have been certified.

8.2.6 	  Eat Right Station

	 The Eat Right Station initiative of FSSAI is designed to enable the Railways to ensure 
that safe and wholesome food is served to the passengers, visitors and railway officials. 
Stations that fulfil benchmark criteria are recognized as Eat Right Stations through 
plaques and/or certificates. During the year, 5 Stations have been certified as Eat Right 
Station.

8.3	 Food Fortification

8.3.1 	 Food Fortification Resource Cell has been making continuous efforts to promote large-
scale food fortification across the country in the open market as well as the government 
safety net programs. During the year, as a result of the COVID- 19 pandemic, there was 
a shift towards virtual meetings, workshops, webinars and social media and online 
awareness generation. Efforts were focused under different heads to scale up food 
fortification in the country. 

8.3.2	 To understand the status and on-ground implementation bottlenecks, state nodal 
officers on food fortification were identified in each State/UT. A State fact-sheet for 
every State/UT was developed, which acts as a ready-reckoner of micronutrient and food 
fortification status in safety net programs and open markets in the State/UT. The State 
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fact-sheet is being updated quarterly and based on the discussions and deliberations, 
the States/UTs will be provided required support for scaling up food fortification.

8.3.3	 Advocacy and Sensitisation

(a)	 Safety Net Program scale-up- Inter-departmental meetings with line Ministries 
(State FDA, Education Department, Public and Civil Supplies Division and WCD 
Department) of the respective States/UTs were conducted to discuss the status 
of fortification and to identify action points to scale up food fortification in the 
concerned State/UT. Based on discussions, actionable points were identified and 
relevant development partners were connected with the State/UT for further 
scale-up. The status of availability of fortified staples in various States/UTs is as 
follows:

(b)	 Following the Prime Minister’s announcement on the 75th Independence day of 
India for distribution of fortified rice in ICDS, MDM and PDS by 2024, various 
national level webinars were conducted to scale up rice fortification and to 
sensitise multiple stakeholders from the industry, development partners and 
State/UT Governments. FSSAI is supporting line Ministries by providing technical 
assistance in developing resources and conducting training and capacity building.

(c)	 To ensure the quality of Fortified Rice Kernel (FRK), manufacturing FRK was 
declared a high-risk commodity. Consequently, site inspection is required before 
issuance of licence to the FBO for quality assurance purposes.

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(d)	 A state visit was made to Jammu & Kashmir and Haryana to advocate adoption of 
fortified staples in Government run programs and to understand the challenges. 
The State visits also included sensitization of industry for the voluntary adoption 
of fortification. 

(e)	 To scale up food fortification, sensitization activities were conducted for 
professional associations like Indian Federation of Culinary Associations (IFCA), 
Indian Medical Association (IMA), The Indian Association for Parenteral and Enteral 
Nutrition (IAPEN), Indian Dietetic Association (IDA) motivating them to include 
food fortification in research, counselling of patients, food establishments etc.

8.3.4	 Training and Capacity Building on food fortification

(a)	 Designated Officers and Food Safety Officers- Online sessions for training of 
Food Safety Officers (FSOs) and Designated Officers (DOs) on food fortification 
were conducted for 25 States/UTs. Further, a digital training module was made 
available for FSOs and DOs to complete certification on food fortification which 
facilitated training of 1917 FSOs and 225 DOs. 

(b)	 Frontline workers- Online training was conducted for Aganwadi workers, ASHA 
workers, Mid-Day Meal (MDM) Supervisors in 4 States/UTs to explain the benefits 
of food fortification (West Bengal, Karnataka, Lakshadweep, and Andaman 
& Nicobar Island). Further, to understand the challenges, offline training of 
frontline workers was done in 3 States. In order to bust the myths around 
rice fortification, demonstration activities on fortified rice were organised with 
support of development partners and industry in 4 States along with training 
sessions to frontline workers. 

(c)	 A Master Pool Training for resource persons to build capacity on oil fortification 
was convened along with Global Alliance for Improved Nutrition (GAIN) and

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KHPT organisations in Indore in September 2021. This was followed by on-site 
training at Ruchi Soya Industries in Indore. FSSAI conducted a session on recent 
advancements and in food fortification and regulation. 

(d)	 A four day training program was conducted at Centre of Excellence on Food 
Fortification (CEFF), NIFTEM on oil and wheat flour fortification along with GAIN. 
A session on food fortification regulations and implementation was conducted 
during the training program. FSSAI officials interacted with FBOs to address 
their queries with regards to implementation and quality assurance of food 
fortification. 

(e)	 To sensitize the industry for adoption of food fortification, workshops were done 
in Haryana and Jammu & Kashmir. On-site training programmes were conducted 
on milk fortification for four dairies in Manipur and five dairies in Jammu and 
Kashmir.

8.3.5	 Steps towards Quality Assurance

•	 Standard Operating Procedures were developed for Fortified Rice Kernel and 
Fortified Rice manufacturers and disseminated among all stakeholders including 
Department of Food and Public Distribution, FCI, NITI Aayog, development 
partners, State Food Safety Commissioners and Industry. 

•	 As rice fortification scaled up across the country, a need was felt to map the FRK 
production capacity and update it periodically. There are 154 FRK manufacturers 
as on 31st March 2022 with 7,00,746 MT per annum capacity.

8.3.6	 Consumer Awareness and Demand Generation for fortified products 

•	 A radio campaign was conducted in July-August, 2021 across 40 cities to generate 
awareness on +F logo identification, benefits of vitamin A and D leading to 
demand generation of fortified milk among consumers. The core message of 
the campaign focused on ‘ThodaAur’ nutrition from milk by consumption of 
fortified milk.

•	 Awareness generation was done through social media handles, radio, print and 
television. Articles on food fortification were published in the Outlook Magazine, 
Aware Consumer Magazine and Down to Earth Magazine. A showcase was 
conducted on channel Zee Zest in the show ‘The Grand Trunk Rasoi’ with Chef 
Harpal Singh Sokhi using fortified staples and its benefits.

•	 Efforts were made to motivate State-run grocery stores to include fortified staples 
in the store and sensitise consumers about its benefits. One ambassador each 
was placed at 15 NAFED and Kendriya Bhandar outlets for consumer awareness. 
Radio spots were developed for IEC on double fortified salt and fortified rice 
and the same were disseminated through leading radio networks in Delhi NCR. 
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•	 Cooking demonstration activities were conducted to sensitise people about the 
importance of fortified staples, burst myths and improve acceptability.

•	 Demonstration activities of pulao and kheer recipes from fortified rice along 
with its distribution was done in Singrauli , Madhya Pradesh during the launch 
of rice fortification pilot program which will reach approx. 1.5 million NFSA 
beneficiaries. 

•	 Cooking demonstration activities using fortified rice were conducted in 4 
districts of Jammu & Kashmir along with sensitisation and training of more than 
1000 ICDS and MDM officials. 

•	 Communication material on food fortification was shared with the States for 
dissemination and use via print, social and mass media.

•	 For mass awareness generation, FSSAI integrated food fortification with the Eat 
Right Mela being organised in 75 cities.

•	 Corporate institutions (Mahindra) and Places of Worship (Vaishno Devi Shrine 
Board and Tamil Nadu Government temples) were encouraged to include 
fortified staples in their food preparations.

8.4	 Information, Education and Communication –Promoting eat right.

	 Under Food Safety and Standards Act, 2006, the Food Safety and Standards Authority of India 
(FSSAI) is mandated to ensure safe and wholesome food across the country and to take all 
such steps to ensure that the public, consumers, interested parties and all levels of panchayats 
receive rapid, reliable, objective and comprehensive information through appropriate methods 
and means. During the year, various IEC activities were undertaken to facilitate and educate 
stakeholders about safe food and healthy diets. Information was disseminated amongst various 
target groups by utilizing different channels of communication using both online modes 
including print, electronic & social media and offline mediums including events/exhibitions. 
Details are given in succeeding paragraphs. 

8.5 	  Food Safety & Nutrition (NetProFaN)

8.5.1 	 NetProFaN is a network of professionals working in the field of food safety and nutrition. 
Currently, members from the following eight associations are a part of this network –

•	 Indian Dietetic Association (IDA) 

•	 Nutrition Society of India (NSI) 

•	 Indian Medical Association (IMA) 

•	 Association of Food Technologists and Scientists (AFSTI),

8.5.2	 During 2021-22, many activities on the theme of Eat Right India were conducted. Two 
new chapters in Kerala were launched in the last term and currently, 32 City chapters 
are functional across 18 States/UTs. 

8.5.3	 An offline master training workshop was conducted for the IMA Standing Committee 
and the master trainers from various State Chapters towards ensuring safe and healthy 
diets for all citizens. The training focused on the FSS Act, 2006, food safety emergency 
response system, various Eat Right India initiatives such as Eat Right campus, FOSTAC, 
Eat Right Toolkit, and fortification. Since the medical fraternity is connected with the 
people on a day-to-day basis and have a better understanding of their eating behaviours 
and associated problems, discussions about safe, healthy and sustainable diets is timely 
and appropriate.

8.5.4	 A sensitisation webinar with IFCA was organised to sensitise the members of the 
Association regarding Eat Right India (ERI) movement and their role in further scaling 
up the ERI initiatives.

8.6 	 Challenges/Competitions to promote Eat Right India 

	 During 2021-22, FSSAI conducted a number of online challenges/ competitions for consumer 
awareness. The details are given hereunder:

8.6.1	  Eat Smart Cities Challenge, 2021

	 The Eat Smart Cities Challenge was launched by FSSAI on 15th April, 2021 in association 
with the Smart Cities Mission under the aegis of Ministry of Housing and Urban 
Affairs (MoHUA) to scale up the Eat Right India approach at city level. This challenge 
is envisioned as a competition among cities to recognize their efforts in adopting and 
scaling up various initiatives under Eat Right India by strengthening the food safety 
and regulatory environment, building awareness among the consumers and urge them 
to make better food choices in India’s smart cities. 109 smart cities had participated in 
this challenge. Top 11 cities were announced and now these cities have entered the 
scale up stage of the Challenge wherein the projects undertaken at the pilot stage will 
be scaled up in a sustainable manner.

8.6.2 	 Eat Right Research Awards and Grants, 2021

	 FSSAI launched the Eat Right Research Awards and Grant on 2nd October, 2021 to have 
a wider collaboration with various academic and research institutions to encourage and 
recognize high-quality research in the area of food safety and nutrition with a view 
to update or upgrade food formulations and/or technologies (as per the standards 
defined); consumer awareness and availability of more variants of safe and healthy 
food. Total entries received are: Research Awards-115; Research Institutional Awards-22; 
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Grants-150. Evaluation for both Awards and Grants is under process and winners in 
each category will be announced soon.

8.6.3 	 Nature’s Sweetness in every bite recipe competition

	 A healthy dessert recipe contest was launched on the occasion of World Food Day, 
2021 to encourage people to share their innovative and healthy dessert recipes that 
are prepared without the use of sugar or artificial sweeteners. The challenge was held 
from 28th October, 2021 to 30th November, 2021 and 304 entries were received from 
students, professionals and cooking enthusiasts. A total of 125 entries were shortlisted 
and made into an e-book.

8.6.4 	 Indi-genius Food Challenge

	 A healthy recipe contest named “Indi-Genius Food Challenge”, was launched on the 
occasion of 75 years of India’s independence to promote millets. The challenge not only 
sensitized people to learn about the benefits of indigenous millets and other ingredients 
but also encouraged them to use them innovatively. 75 best entries were selected. 

8.6.5	  Tadke Bina Zayka

	 This competition was launched on 17th February, 2022 to encourage people to prepare and 
share traditional Indian recipes without the use of visible fat. A total of 140 entries have 
been received. The evaluation process is underway and results will be announced soon.

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8.7 	 Exhibition/Events/ Trade Shows

8.7.1 	 World Food Safety Day, 2021- In alignment with the 2021 year’s theme, “Safe food 
today for a healthy tomorrow”, the World Food Safety Day was celebrated virtually on 
7th June, 2021. It was highlighted that food safety is a shared responsibility between 
the Government, food businesses and consumers and everyone has a role to play to 
ensure food we consume is safe and healthy. On this occasion, the winners of second 
phase of the Eat Right Creativity challenge for school children were announced. A rapid 
testing kit ‘Precision Iodine Value Analyzer (PIVA)’ was also recognized.

8.7.2	 India International Trade Fair, 2021- FSSAI participated in the India International Trade 
Fair, 2021 organized by the India Trade Promotion Organisation (ITPO) from 14th 
November to 27th November, 2021 at Pragati Maidan, New Delhi demonstrating various 
online platforms like Food Safety Compliance System (FoSCoS), Food Safety Training 
and Certification (FoSTaC), Food Testing and other programs to ensure compliance of 
food safety standards in the country.

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8.7.3 	 Hon’ble Union Minister of Health and Family Welfare visit to FSSAI

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8.8 	 Awareness and Outreach

8.8.1 	 Posters for Health and Wellness Centres

	 Under the aegis of Eat Right India, posters containing messages on tips related to 
safe food practices and healthy diets were designed for display at 150,000 Health and 
Wellness Centres (HWCs). These posters have been designed keeping in mind the target 
audience at the HWCs for better outreach at the grass root level.

8.8.2 	 Eat Right Mela and Walkathon

	 To celebrate ‘AzadiKaAmritMahotsav’, FSSAI is organizing “Eat Right Melas and Eat Right 
Walkathon” in 75 cities across India to commemorate 75 Years of India’s Independence. 
The events aim to propagate the message of Safe, Healthy and Sustainable diets. It 
promotes millets as a nutri-cereal, local & seasonal produce and variety of healthy oils 
for optimal health and nutrition. The event kick-started in August 2021 and during the 
year, 24 such events were organized.

8.8.3 	 Social Media Outreach

	 FSSAI extensively used its public awareness material including tips on food safety 
and healthy eating habits and other regular updates through different social media 
platforms like Facebook, Instagram & Twitter. A special online series on millets based 
recipes of the Indi-genius Food Challenge, Recipe Ravivaar, benefits of protein, eat 
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right during monsoon, ways to live a healthier life, trace elements and minerals etc. 
was organized in addition to every day’s posts for citizen engagement.

8.8.4 	 Awareness via TV/Radio

	 Various scroll messages on Eat Right India and other necessary requirements related to 
licensing/ registration of food businesses were telecast on DD News, DD Kisan and DD 
Regional Kendras. To sensitize the general public and various strata of society about 
Eat Right India, messages in Hindi, English and regional languages are being relayed 
over All India Radio. 

8.8.5 	  Other Awareness campaigns 

8.8.5.1 A campaign is being run on IRCTC for the promotion of Eat Right India to create 
consumer awareness. Banners are being displayed on IRCTC’s website and mobile app 
in Hindi and English on PAN India basis.

8.8.5.2	A campaign is being run for licensed and registered FBOs for creating awareness related 
to Food Safety and Hygiene, Food Safety Connect Application. Text messages related 
to these were sent to approximately 40 lakh FBOs. 

8.8.5.3	 A total of 20 articles were featured in various online magazines like India Today, 
NuFFoods Spectrum, and Consumer Voice etc. 

8.9 	 Development of resource books and communication materials

8.9.1 	 During the year, resource materials namely, ‘Standard Specifications for Setting up a 
Basic Food Testing Laboratory’ and ‘Code of Practices on Food Safety and Hygiene’ were 
released. Number of recipe books were also released as described below:

a.	 Recipe Ravivaar- The recipes included in the ‘Recipe Ravivaar’ book are healthy, 
nutritious and easily replicable across various family settings. These recipes were 
prepared by various contributors of the Recipe Ravivaar contest, introduced in 
October, 2020. 

b.	 Ghar Ki Rasoi – Tasty Bhi, Healthy Bhi- As a part of FSSAI’s effort to be an ‘Eat Right 
Campus’, those working there were engaged and encouraged to incorporate healthy 
eating habits. A healthy recipe contest- ‘Ghar ki Rasoi: Tasty bhi, Healthy bhi’ was 
organized on 16th October, 2020. The winning recipes are featured in this book.

c.	 Indi-genius Recipes Book- This book contains 75 winning recipes of the contest 
named “Indi-Genius Food Challenge”, launched on the occasion of 75 years of 
India’s independence. The challenge not only sensitized people to learn about 
the benefits of indigenous millets and other ingredients but also encouraged 
them to use them innovatively. 
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d.	 Plant Protein Breakfast Recipe Book- This book is a compilation of recipes made 
from plant-based sources of protein shared by the contestants of the “Plant 
Protein Rich Breakfast Recipe Competition”, held earlier. This book will help 
a user understand the importance of macronutrients and the kinds of easily 
available sources of protein. 

8.9.2 	 The eBooks were made available on the website for easy access by the general public.

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Codex

9.1	 The Codex Alimentarius Commission (CAC) is a joint inter-governmental body of the Food and 
Agriculture Organization (FAO) and World Health Organisation (WHO) of the United Nations 
with 189 Members [188 Member countries and one Member Organization (EU)]. Codex has 
worked since 1963 to create harmonized international food standards to protect the health 
of consumers and ensure fair trade practices. India is a member of Codex Alimentarius 
Commission since 1964 and continues to be a partner in the international food standards 
development process. India actively participates in the Codex meetings and cooperates in 
hosting and co-hosting Codex Committee meetings to ensure that India’s concerns/issues are 
taken into consideration while developing international standards.

9.2 	 During 2021-22, FSSAI continued to function as the National Codex Contact Point (NCCP) of 
India, and participated actively in the Codex work for development of international standards 
that are fundamental to ensuring safety and fair practices in international trade of food 
products. The meetings of the subsidiary bodies of the Codex Alimentarius Commission took 
place virtually.

9.3 	 The Indian delegation attended various virtual meetings as indicated in Table -27 and India 
made specific proposals and/or ensured that India’s concerns were addressed.

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Digitalisation, Leveraging Technology &

11.1	 Role and Responsibilities of the IT Division of the FSSAI

	 India is one of the largest and fastest-growing markets for digital consumers. India’s 
government has done much to encourage digital progress, from rationalizing regulations to 
improving infrastructure to launching Digital India, an ambitious initiative to double the size 
of the country’s digital economy and has brought a paradigm shift in engaging with citizens. 
In line with the government’s strong intent of creating and promoting digitalisation, FSSAI has 
been leveraging technology to enable a series of reforms, bringing food safety and nutrition 
together, focusing on consumer empowerment, while rapidly working through partnerships 
and convergence. Information Technology (IT) Division of the FSSAI is on a constant endeavour 
to cater to the most of its diverse requirements to provide all kind of ICT support to various 
stakeholders and all divisions of the FSSAI in infrastructural support, hardware support and 
in development of software application/portal support. 

11.2 	 The main task of the IT Division is to develop, deploy and support IT infrastructure that 
ensures ease of access for internal staff of all divisions of the FSSAI, partner organizations, 
food businesses, consumers and other stakeholders of the Authority. IT Division comprises 
of about 36 personnel that includes Project Coordinators, domain expertise at various levels 
and with a variety of skill-sets etc. Brief account of various activities undertaken by IT Division 
during the year 2021-22 is summarised in succeeding paragraphs. 

11.3	  Strengthening of IT Infrastructure in FSSAI

11.3.1	 IT infrastructure has been significantly strengthened both at New Delhi headquarters 
and at Regional Offices.

11.3.2	 FSSAI has recently migrated all websites from BSNL cloud to Tata cloud with robust 
infrastructure.

11.3.3	At National Cloud Services ‘Meghraj’ of NIC, the Food Safety Compliance System 
(FoSCoS) application already hosted onto National Cloud ‘Meghraj’ provides a reliable, 
cost-effective and robust infrastructure with proper disaster recovery functionalities. 

11.3.4	 FSSAI Headquarters and Regional Offices are now equipped with Video-conferencing 
facility; and regular video conferencing is being conducted internally and with officials 
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of the State Governments, as and when required resulting in better co-ordination 
amongst all and has reduced both travel needs and cost.

11.4 	 System/ Software Applications / Portals

	 Digitalization in FSSAI has stepped up its focus — from concept to commission- resulting in 
creation of various new application ecosystems, new data ecosystem which in turn will spur 
new products, services, channels and portals to create ecosystem for consumers to adapt 
its models.

November 2020 replacing existing Food Licensing and Registration System (FLRS) 
in operation since 2011, is a major software application which is an online licensing 
platform that facilitates Licensing and Registration System of the FSSAI. FoSCoS, available 
at https://foscos.fssai.gov.in/, was launched successfully and is running smoothly at 
present. The system architecture of FoSCoS is based on state-of-the-art technology. It 
is simpler, faster and comprehensive that enables FBOs to obtain license or registration 
with ease. It uses Microservices that allows it to break into number of independent 
collaborating components. 

11.5.2	Some of the important developments in respect of this portal completed/under 
development in the year 2021-2022 are :

•	 GPS tagging to licence and registration application made live.

•	 Integration of InFolNet sample testing in FoSCoS has been completed.
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•	 All web pages of FoSCoS and Consumer Grievance have been made mobile 
responsive.

•	 Integrated Dashboard of FoSCoS is under development.

11.6.1	The Food Import Clearance System (FICS), available at https://fics.fssai.gov.in/, is an 
Integrated Web based System for the process of clearance of imported food into India 
and is also integrated with Customs ICEGATE system. The Food Import Alert System 
(FIAS) has been also embedded into FICS, that enables Custom Officers for food rejection 
at Ports. 

11.6.2	Some of the important developments in respect of FICS in the year 2021-2022 are:

11.7.1	Food Safety is an important social and health priority for any country. Indian Food 
Laboratory Network (INFoLNET) is an IT solution for integrating all categories of Labs 
which are involved in any type of food sample testing. This system (https://infolnet.
fssai.gov.in) helps in planning and execution of surveillance activities by the States. 
INFoLNET 2.0 has been launched with various new features. Provision has been made 
for new options at all logins at INFoLNET. 

11.8 	 Food Safety Training and Certification (FoSTaC) Training Portal

11.8.1	FoSTaC (available at https://fostac.fssai.gov.in/fostac) is the food safety training and 
certification portal for all Food Business Operators (FBOs) across the food value chain. 
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Training and Certification has now become a key function of FSSAI. In addition to the 
online SNF resources, it has three types of training modules viz. Basic, Advance and 
Special. 

11.8.2	Some of the important developments in respect of this portal completed in the year 
2021-2022 are:

•	 Development of New FoSTaC portal.

•	 Introduction of new courses along with sectors under new portal.

•	 Provision for Bulk enrolment under courses SFV and Covid awareness.

11.9	  Food Safety Mitra (FSM)

	 Food Safety Mitra Scheme is an initiative of FSSAI seeking to create an ecosystem of facilitators 
assisting Food Business Operators (FBOs) in filing their application for FSSAI Registration/
License. FSM are certified after they undergo an examination. A new FSM portal https://mitra.
fssai.gov.in/mitra has been launched for registration and issuance of certificate to FSM. An 
online examination has also been introduced with effect from 1st December, 2021. FSM portal 
also has renewal option of FSM certificate.

12.1 	 Since its inception, Food Safety and Standards Authority of India is committed to use of Hindi 

in its official work. To fulfil its commitment, Food Authority has established Official Language 
Division and Government of India’s Official Language Policy, Official Language Act, Official 
Language Rules, Orders issued by Official Language Department and Annual Plan is being 
implemented.

12.2 	 Official Language Implementation Committee under Chairpersonship of Chief Executive Officer, 
FSSAI has been constituted and its meetings are being held quarterly on a regular basis. In 
these meetings, besides other things, enforcement of official orders and quarterly reports from 
various Divisions on use of Hindi are being monitored. Officers of FSSAI regularly participate 
in meetings convened by the Ministry and Nagar Official Language Coordination Committee. 

12.3 	 Hindi Workshop is being held every quarter to motivate Hindi knowing officers and staff to 
use Hindi in official work. During 2021-22, 4 such workshops were held in which 65 officers 
and staff participated. In one workshop, newly appointed officers and staff were given special 
training on use of Hindi in official work. 

12.4 	 Entries in FSSAI’s Registers are being made in Hindi. All Stamps, Sign Boards, Letter Heads, 
Name Plates, Visiting Cards are bilingual and a check point have been established to ensure it. 
Address on envelope of letters sent to ‘A’ and ‘B’ Area States are written in Hindi. All Computers 
in use in FSSAI have facility to work in Hindi. Website of FSSAI is also mostly bilingual. Authority’s 
entire training material is bilingual and even in regional languages on need basis. All the 
Proforma are also bilingual. 

12.5 	 During 2021-22, FSSAI ‘s expenditure on purchase of Hindi books reached 99% of total 
expenditure on purchase of books against the target of 50%. Dictionaries and Technical 
Glossaries have been purchased in adequate numbers and provided to various Divisions and 
also made available in the Library. Hindi newspapers are provided to Divisional Heads and 
the Divisions. Besides, FSSAI’s Library subscribes to nearly 15 Hindi magazines and Rozgar 
Samachar (in Hindi). In addition, Authority has published Divisional ‘Hindi Sahayika’ in which 
Proforma, words, standard drafts etc. used in Division have been included. The Authority uses 
Hindi in Print, electronic medium and in hoardings as per Government‘s rules . 

12.6 	 At the time of making new appointments, the Authority provides option to candidates to 
answer questions in the recruitment examinations in Hindi and to have Interviews in Hindi. 
Entries in Service Books are being made in Hindi.
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12.7 	 To encourage Officers and staff of FSSAI to do official work in Hindi, Hindi Pakhwada is being 
organised in the month of September every year. During 2021-22, this Pakhwada was organised 
between 14-30 September, 2021 in which 5 Hindi competitions, namely, extempore Hindi 
speech; Hindi essay; Hindi translation; Hindi noting and drafting and self-created Hindi poetry 
recital were organised. Besides, for Divisions, annual Hindi work Divisional Competition was 
also organised. In these Competitions, nearly 90 officers and staff participated enthusiastically. 
In each competition, First Prize of ₹ 4000, Second Prize of ₹ 2500, Third prize of ₹ 1500 and 
two consolation prizes of ₹ 750 each were awarded. A Prize distribution function was organised 
on 30th September, 2021 under Chairpersonship of Chief Executive Officer, FSSAI to give 
Certificates and cash prizes to winners of the various competitions. 

12.8 	 During the year under review, information was also obtained about knowledge of Hindi, 
Hindi Typing and Hindi Stenography of the newly appointed Officers and staff in FSSAI’s 
headquarters. 

12.9 	 The Authority has started publication of a quarterly Hindi magazine ‘Khadyanjali’ with 60 pages 
commencing from the October-December, 2021 quarter. Articles in Hindi by Officers and staff 
of FSSAI and external prominent persons on motivational themes, Hindi language, relevant 
current issues and issues relating to FSSAI’s functioning are included in this publication. Besides, 
information about official language policies and instructions is also included. In a short period, 
this magazine has created a niche in hearts of the officers and staff and is generating urge 
among them to use Hindi. Consequently considerable progress has been made in use of Hindi 
in every sphere of Authority’s functioning. During the year under review, two issues of the 
magazine were published. 

12.10 	During 2021-22, apart from translation of 60 Regulations, Annual Report, Report of various 
Committees, work relating to translation of such other important documents as manuals, 
procedural literature, supplementary literature, documents related to Section 3(3), agenda 
and minutes of various meetings, press notes, draft standards, circulars, brochures, website 
material, orders, directions, posters, advertisements, ATN, messages etc. running into 4000 
pages was completed.

12.11 	During the year, quarterly reports were regularly forwarded to the Ministry and the Official 
Language Department.

12.12 	 Overall, the Authority through prompt implementation of the Official Language in its work 
has given it a new dimension and kept encouraging and motivating its officers and staff which 
has resulted in substantial progress in Hindi correspondence, Hindi noting etc. The Authority 
is, thus, committed to encourage use of Hindi in official work and is committee to enhance it 
further in future.

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Separate Audit Report of the Comptroller & Auditor General of India on the accounts of the 
Food Safety & Standards Authority of India for the year ended 31 March 2022.

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of the Food Safety & Standards Authority of India (Authority) as at 
31 March 2022. Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payment Account for the year ended on that date 
under Section 19 (2) of the Comptroller & Auditor General's Duties & Conditions of service) Act. 1971. These financial 
statements are the responsibility of the management of Food Safety & Standards Authority of India. Our responsibility 
is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

2.	 This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor General of India (CAG) on 
the accounting treatment only with regard to classification, conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting 
standards and disclosure norms etc. Audit observations on financial transactions with regard to compliance with the 
Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if any, are reported 
through inspection Reports/CAG’s Audit Report separately.

3.	 We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in India. These 
standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial 
statements are free from material misstatements. An audit includes examining on a test basis, evidences supporting 
the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall 
presentation of financial statements. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion. 

4.	 Based on our audit, we report that:

i.	 We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our knowledge and belief were 
necessary for the purpose of our audit;

ii.	 The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payment Account dealt with by this report 
have been drawn up in the uniform format of accounts approved by the Ministry of Finance, Government of India;

iii.	 In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been maintained by the Authority 
in so far as it appears from our examination of such books;

iv.	 We further report that;

A.	 Balance Sheet

A.1	 Corpus/Capital Fund and Liabilities

A.1.1	 Current Liabilities & Provisions (Schedule-7) - `45.48 crore

A.1.1.1.	 The Authority has not made provision of `2.66 crore under the various heads (salary of staff/contractual staff 
etc. for the month of March payable in April 2022- `236.05 crore, bonus to staff for the financial year 2020-21 - `0.51 
lakh, telephone expenses - `0.21 lakh, motor vehicle expenses - `0-28 lakh, office expenses - `15.39 lakh and security 
expenses - `13.61 lakh). This has resulted in understatement of Current Liabilities (Provisions) and understatement of 
Expenditure by `2.66 crore.

A.2	 Assets

A.2.1	 Investment (Other) (Schedule - 10) - `420.78 crore

A.2.1.1	 In Annual Accounts, the Authority has shown investment of `416.28 crore, whereas, in actual (as per face 
value) the amount was `395.00 crore. Though, the accrued interest is not the part of investment and should be 
reflected under Schedule - 11 (Current Assets), the Authority included the accrued interest as investment resulted in 
depiction of excess investment by `21.28 crore. This has resulted in overstatement of Investment and understatement 
of Current Assets by `21.28 crore. 
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A.2.2	 Current Assets, Loans and Advances, etc. (Schedule - 11) - `542.72 crore

A.2.2.1	 Current Assets (Schedule - 11A)- `219.66 crore

A.2.2.1.1	Above includes `8.99 crore under the heads ‘TDS Deducted on F.D’s - `8.95 crore’ and (TDS Deducted on 
(other than FD) - `4 lakh) as Bank Balances. However, it does not form a part of Bank Balances and need to be shown 
in ”Claims Receivable’ under Advances and other amounts recoverable in cash or in kind of Loans. Advances and 
Other Assets-Schedule 11(B). This has overstatement of Current Assets (Schedule - 11A) and understatement of Loans. 
Further as both the amount pertain to TDS deducted on fixed deposits these should be shown as clubbed figure in 
accounts. This needs rectification. 

A.2.2.2	 Loans, Advances and Other Assets (Schedule - 11B) - `323.05 crore

A.2.2.2.1	In Schedule - 11 (Current Assets, Loans Advances, etc.), the Authority has shown `14.81 crore and `2.34 crore 
under the heads ‘Advance Rent Chennai Port Trust’ and ‘Advance Rent JNPT Mumbai’, respectively. However, in actual, 
the Authority has hired land area (1306 sq. mtr. and 11873 sq. ft, respectively) on lease basis for their office space for 
30 years w.e.f. 29.01.2020 to 28-01-2050 by paying the lump sum amount of `17.09 crore and `2.53 crore for Chennai 
and Mumbai, respectively. As the Authority has acquired land on lease basis, thus this amount should be reflected 
in Schedule - 8 (Fixed Assets) and amount should be amortised over the period of lease. Thus, non-inclusion of lease 
amount in Fixed Assets resulted in overstatement of Current Assets (Advances) and understatement of Fixed Assets 
(Building) by `17.15 crore. 

Further, the difference in amount actually paid and shown in the annual accounts needs to be reconciled. 

A.2.2.2.2	The Authority has given advances to NBCC amounting to `28.05 crore for construction of office building 
at Ghaziabad, Uttar Pradesh, out of which NBCC has utilised `26.03 crore. As this utilised amount was required to 
be shown as Capital work-in-Progress in Schedule - 8 (Fixed Assets) and advances should be adjusted accordingly. 
However, the Authority has still shown this amount as advances which has resulted in overstatement of Current Assets 
(Advances) and understatement of Capital work-in- Progress in Schedule - 8 (Fixed Assets) by `26.03 crore.

B.	 Income & Expenditure

B.1	 The Authority spent `7.17 crore on account of expense for the furniture, fixture, AC system, lift work in 
MMU Building and treated it as expenditure (Minor Work - General) under Schedule - 22 as ‘Repair & Maintenance of 
Building’ instead of capitalization of the same. This has resulted in understatement of Capital Assets and overstatement 
of Expenditure by `7.17 crore. 

C.	 General

C.1	 No provision for retirement benefits has been made in the accounts in contravention of Accounting Standard 
15 issued by ICAI.

C.2	 The Authority was exempted from income tax, however, it did not take action to recover the TDS amounting 
to `8.99 crore deducted from its income from income tax authority. Effort should be made to get the amount refunded 
from the income tax Authority.

C.3	 The Authority had made various payments on behalf of CDSCO on account of maintenance, electricity 
expenses and water charges amounting to `6.01 crore since 2012-13 which were shown in schedule-11 (Loan, 
Advances and Current Assets). As this accumulated amount is recoverable since 2012-13, the same amount may be 
recovered from CDSCO.

C.4	 As on 31.03.2022, the Authority had outstanding advances amounting to `278.74 crore pertaining to the 
period from 2008-09 to 2021-22. In this regard, except few adjustments for the period 2019-21, nil adjustments were 
made. This needs special attention and efforts for adjustment of advances.
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C.5	 State cheque pending cancellation

When a cheque issued by the department is not encashed by the receiver with in the validity period of three months 
the same shall be cancelled and amount should be taken back in the cash book. However, there were cheques worth 
Rs.76.91 lakh which were issued during 2012-13 to 2020-21 but not yet encashed and thus have become state. 
Therefore, Authority shall cancel these cheques and take the amount back in the cashbook.

D.	 Grants-in-aid:

The authority received grants-in-aid of `285.29 crore from Ministry of Health and Family Welfare during the year  
2021-22. It had unspent balance of `5.87 crore at the beginning of the year. The Authority could utilise a sum of 
`288.17 crore, leaving an unspent balance of `2.99 crore as unutilised grant, as on 31 March 2022.

E.	 Management Letter

Deficiencies which have not been included in the audit report have been brought to the notice of the Authority's 
management through a management letter issued separately for remedial/corrective action. 

F.	 Lack of Response

The management of the Authority had failed to give reply to the draft Separate Audit Report within the prescribed 
period.

v.	 Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the Balance Sheet, Income & 
Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account dealt by this report are in agreement with the books of 
accounts.

vi.	 In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, the said 
financial statements read together with the Accounting Policies and Notes on Accounts, and subject to the significant 
matters stated above and other matters mentioned in Annexure to this Audit Report give a true and fair view in 
conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in India;

a.	 In so far as it relates to the Balance Sheet, of the state of affairs of the Food Safety and Standards Authority 
as at 31 March 2022 and 

b.	 In so far as it relates to Income and Expenditure Account of the surplus for the year ended on that date.

1.	 Adequacy to Internal Audit System

No internal audit wing is established in the Authority. The internal audit was conducted by Ministry of Health and 
Family Welfare up to 2020-21. There are 44 internal Audit paras and 15 statutory Audit paras outstanding since  
2014-15 to 2018-19.

2.	 Adequacy of Internal Control System

a)	 Cash book is maintained in electronic format. T

b)	 The assets register did not show the progressive total of the various Assets and not maintained in the 
prescribed formats shown under Schedule 8 - Fixed Assets. 

c)	 In Schedule - 11 (Current Assets), the Authority has shown bank balances worth `53.03 crore as ‘On Regional 
Offices Savings Account’. However, bank balance certificates as on 31.03.2022 from respective banks were not available 
with the Authority. This needs to be reconciled.

d)	 The Authority has shown Other Expenses worth `36,236/- and `24,43,030/- as receipt from Do Guwahati 
(7292) and Do Mumbai Canara (8298), respectively on account of being amount received from DO FSSAI. The details of 
such entries were not available with the Authority. This needs to be reconciled.

3.	 System of Physical verification of fixed assets

Physical verification of fixed assets in respect of Authority's headquarter was conducted up to the year 2021-22.

4.	 System of physical verification of inventory

Physical verification of inventory like stationery and other consumables was conducted for the year 2021-22. However, 
last Physical Verification of Books was conducted for the year 2021-21 (in September 2021).

5.	 Regularity in payment of statutory dues

No statutory liability of the Authority is outstanding as on 31.03.2022.
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
